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NFRA imposes 2 crore fine
on Deloitte over ZEEL audit

Also penalises two (As with ¥15 lakh for professional misconduct

New Delhi, 24 December

he National Financial
Reporting Authority
(NFRA) on Tuesday

slapped a penalty of %2 crore on
Deloitte Haskins & Sells LLP and
total penalty of 15 lakh on two
chartered accountants (CAs) for
professional misconduct in con-
nection with the audit of Zee
Entertainment Enterprises
(ZEEL) for the financial years 2019
(FY19) and FY20.

NFRA also imposed a penalty
of¥8lakh on two CAs in relation to
the statutory audit of DB Realty
and debarred them for five and
three years, respectively.

NFRA also found that the
auditors ignored several red flags
and did not take into account crit-
ical factors such as the role of pro-
moters, the basis for appropria-
tion of fixed deposit and
transactions between ZEEL and
other group companies.

NFRA found that ZEEL had
misappropriated its money and
made unauthorised transactions
with related parties. This was done

without approval of the audit com-
mittee, the board and share-

holders. “We have reasons to
believe that the auditors did not
exercise due diligence in ensuring
the audit quality expected in an
audit of a public interest entity and
‘were grossly negligent in the con-
duct of professional duties by not
adhering to the requirements as
laid down by the relevant statutes,”
NFRA said in its order.
Responding to the order, a
Deloitte spokesperson said, “We
have received the order issued by

the NFRA against the firm and two
retired partners. We are currently
reviewing the order to determine
our next course of action. We
remain committed to maintaining
the highest standards of audit
quality.”

NFRA, in its second inspection
report of the BSR & Co. LLP, a
KPMG sub-licensee, found that the
audit firm had taken note of its pre-
vious suggestions regarding inde-
pendence of auditor and doc-
umentation, among others.

But the measures would

require continued monitoring
since the period of implementa-
tion available for verification was
less than a year.

It, however, said that there were
deficiencies in the verification of
related party transactions in a few
audit engagements.

Responding to the report, BSR
& Co said, “We acknowledge that
the process of inspection is very
important and provides an oppor-
tunity for any audit firm to con-
structively consider the regulatory
perspective and bring out qual-
itative improvements in its exist-
ing systems and processes.”

NFRA acknowledged that BSR
& Co had implemented steps such
as documenting its leadership
structure and minutes of the key
decisions of the audit leadership
team, as pointed out in its first
inspection report last year.

The authority, in its inspection
report for Lodha & Co, which han-
dles audits of more than 60 public
interest entities, has suggested
improvements in the firm’s inde-
pendence monitoring, audit doc-
umentation, client acceptance and
continuance, among others.

DGCA slapsI10lakhfine on AkasaAir

The Directorate General of Civil Aviation
(DGCA) has fined Akasa Air 10 lakh for deny-
ing boarding to seven passengers on its
Bengaluru-Pune flight on September 6 and fail-
ing to provide the mandatory compensation.

This is not the airline’s first run-in with the
regulator. In October, the regulator imposed a
%30 lakh fine on Akasa Air for lapses in pilot
training. Earlier this month, the DGCA issued
two showcause notices to Akasa Air. The first
was for the airline’s failure to ensure its director
of flight operations revised the operations man-
ual within the mandatory six-month period.
The second notice wasissued after a spot check
at Bengaluru airport in August revealed “poor
aircraft maintenance standards” and “lapses.”

detailed the

incident that occurred at

Bengaluru airport on September 6. An Akasa
Air Bengaluru-Pune flight, scheduled for an

8:50 pmdeparture, faced issues when the orig-
inal aircraft was grounded due to “foreign
object” damage.

The replacement aircraft had nine
non-operational seats, leading to
seven passengers being denied
boarding. These passengers were
transferred to an IndiGo flight depart-
ingat 11:40 pm, more than one hour after
their original scheduled departure.

According to DGCA regulations, when pas-
sengers are denied boarding and not accom-
modated within one hour of the scheduled
departure, airlines must pay compensation
equal to 200 per cent of the booked one-way
basic fare plus fuel charge, capped at ¥10,000,

hours. The seven passengers were eligible for
this compensation. However, Akasa Air did not
compensate these passengers.
When the DGCA raised a deficiency
reporting form (DRF) asking the airline
totake “corrective” action, Akasa Air
claimed the boarding denial was

“dueto reasons beyond the control

of the airline.” The DGCA closed

the DRF and issued a show-cause

notice. The airline, fearing penalty,

then began collecting passengers’
bank details for compensation.

“It is viewed that corrective action was ini-
tiated by Akasa Air only after the issuance of
the show-cause notice by this office, which the
airline would (should) have done before the
closure of the DRF...The above act/omission of
Akasa Airamountsto the contravention of the

self-declaration to abide by the
rules, government sources said.
According to UCPMP 2024, a
self-declaration is to be signed by
the executive head of the company
regarding compliance to the mar-
keting practices code. It has to be
made within two months of the end
of every financial year.
This could be the managing
director or the CEO of the company.
If taken, it would be a first-of-its-
kind action under the UCPMP 2024.
The case has sent jitters down
India’s pharma circles who are
watching with keen interest to
understand implications of a breach
of ethical marketing practices.
