Noida

The Greater Noida Author-
ity spent a huge amount on
construction of nine toilets
atdifferent places in th
which are falling into disre-
pair due to the department's
apathy.

On October 17, the de-
partment official had said
that the maintenance of the
toilets would be handed over
to the ageney that won the
tender within 15 to 20 days,
butwhen contacted on Fri-
day, they were not aware of
the tender process.

1In 2020, the Greater Noi-
da Authority had construct-
ed toilets in Rampur, Aich-
har, Birenda, Tughalpur,
Naye Ki Madheya, Ghar-
wara, Murshadpur, Rithori
and Mayancha by investing
Rs 1.61 crore. A tender
process was also done for
their operation.

Gradually, all the nine toi-
lets were closed. Now the
said toilets have been closed
for the last two to three
years due to which they have
also reached a dilapidated
condition.

Due to non-operation of
toilets, passersby have to
face problems. At the same
time, some local people al-
lege that complaints have
been made many times, but
no hearing takes place

Dalit man
killed in clash
in Greater
Noida village

Noida
A Dalit man died of
wounds sustained in
stone pelting between two
groups in Greater Noi-
da's Bhikhampur village
on Friday, police said.

Aceording to Addition-
al Commissioner of Police
(Law and Order) Shivhari
Meena, the clash had bro-
ken out over the passage
of a tractor through the
village in the Rabupura
Police Station jurisdic-
tion.

Three of the accused,
Nitin, Nikhil, and Ashu
Tyagi, were arrested fol-
lowing an encounter with
police which shot and
wounded one of them,
Meena said.

The argument "escalat-
ed into stone-pelting, dur-
ing which one person was
injured and later declared
dead by doctors at the
hospital,” the ACP said.

Other injured are un-
dergoing treatment at a
hospital, while police are
hunting for the abscond-
ing culprits, he said

The incident drew con-
demnation from Bahujan
Samaj Party supremo
Mayawati, who demanded
strict action against the
culprits.

"The incident in which
one person was killed and
several others were seri-
ously injured in violence
perpetrated by goons
against a Dalit family in
Bhikhampur  village,
Rabupura police station,
Gautam Buddha Nagar
district, Uttar Pradesh, is
extremely sad and con-
demnable,” Mayawati
posted on X in Hindi.

"The government must
take stringent action
against the culprits and
provide assistance to the
victim's family,” she
added.

According to police, an
FIR was lodged in the
matter under several
charges, including riot-
ing, breach of peace, and
attempt to murder.

Charges under the
stringent  Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled
Tribes (Prevention of
Atrocities) Act, 1989, have
also been invoked in the
case, which has been filed
at the Rabupura Police
Station.

Metro's first train for Phase-1V
operation reaches Delhi DMRC

New Delhi
"The first six-coach train for
Delhi Metro's Phase-TV ex-
ansion arrived here on
Friday, a statement said.

The train set, manufac-
tured by Alstom at its facil-
ity in Sricity near Chennai,
was maugurawd on Sep-
tember 23 in the presence
of Delhi Metro Railway Co-
operation (DMRC) and Al-
stom delegates, the state-
ment said.

It has now been stationed
at Delhi Metro's Mukund-
purdepot, whereit will un-
dergo a number of tests re-
quired for its statutory cer-
tification for revenue serv-
ice as a part of established
rules and protocols, it said.

Under the RS-17 con-
tract, DMRC will be receive
a total of 312 metro coach-
es (52 trains) for the Phase-
IV priority corridors, i.e.
Maijlis Park to Maujpur,
Janakpuri West to R K
Ashram Marg and Tugh-
lakabad to Delhi Aerocity.
These trains will arrive in
Delhi in phases over the
coming days, it said.

Out of the 312 coaches,
234 coaches are allocated
for the extended sections of
Pink and Magenta Lines,
i.e. Majlis Park to Maujpur
andJanakpuri Westto RK
Ashram Marg, while 78
coaches are for the Tugh-
lakabad to Delhi Aerocity
corridor, the statement
said.

All these trains are de-
signed for driverless oper-
ations, boosting the Delhi
Metro's efforts for provid-

ing world-class services to
its commuters, and will give
afillipto the Make in India
initiative of the government
of India. These made-in-
India trains are designed
for asafe speed of up to 95
kmph and operational
speed of up to 85 kmph,
with GOA 4 driverless fea-
tures, according to the
statement.

The Janakpuri West to
RK Ashram Marg exten-
sion of the Magenta Line
will get 144 new coaches
(24 trains), the Mukundpur
to Maujpur extension of
the Pink Line will get 90
new coaches (15 trains),
while the new Golden line
corridor from Aerocity to
Tughlakabad, will be pro-
vided with 78 new coaches
(13 trains), it said.

As part of the Phase-1V
expansion, DMRC is con-
structing 86 kilometres of
new lines across five dif-
ferent corridors in the na-
tional capital. Three corri-
dots - Janakpuri West to

RK Ashram Marg, Majlis
Park to Maujpur and Ae-
rocity to Tughlakabad --
are under construction, the
other two new corridors,
Lajpat Nagar to Saket-G
Block and Indraprastha to
Inderlok arein the pre-ten-
dering stages, the state-
ment said.

Currently, the Delhi
Metro operates on a net-
work of 392.4 kilometres
with 288 metro stations
(including the NOIDA -
Greater NOIDA corridor
and the Rapid Metro, Gu-
rugram) with a fleet of
about 350 Metro trains with
four, six and eight coach
combinations on both,
broad gauge as well as stan-
dard gauge tracks, it said.
The first ever driverless op-
erations in India, were com-
menced on the Delhi Metro
network on Magenta Line in
December 2020. Subse-
quently, driverless services
were extended on the
Pink Line in November
2021, the statement added.
