Eliminating malaria is, and shoul

be, a priority for the country

The death of several
people in all the parts of India
linked to an outbreak of
dengue, chikangunya and
Malaria has once again
exposed the inadequacy of
national public health
programmes that aim to
eliminate vector-borne
diseases. Chikungunya and
dengue have wreaked havoc.
Surveillance for dengue and
chikungunya in India
presently captures only those
patients that are laboratory
confirmed at government
identified sentinel hospitals,
most of these are in the
public sector.

According to the doctors
if a person has a history of a

chronic disease, it may get
aggravated or re-activated
by the chikungunya virus.
Chikungunya itself does not
kill. It is usually other
diseases, in combination with
chikungunya, that cause
death. Chikungunya is not a
life-threatening disease in
general, but in rare cases
leads to complications that
prove fatal, especially in
children and old persons.

Dengue is clearly the
disease which has eclipsed in
malaria in terms of morbidity
and mortality. Dengue fever
affects close to 400 million
people worldwide each year,
with about 40% of the world's
population being at risk of
exposure and infection.
Malaria,Chikunkunya and
Dengue which cause lives.
The fiasco in mosquito control
is the key reason for the
diseases and the
governments' failure to take
the controlling and
eradication measures as year
through process and only
instant specific.

For India to achieve its
goal of eliminating malaria by
2030, and curb other vector-
borne diseases, there has to

be sustained effort and
political will.

The preventive plan
should be for bio-environment
control, fogging, distribution
of bednets, besides quick and
effective treatment. The
effort should be to control the
vector (mosquito), or the
disease causing agent, and
the host (human).

Malaria disease is one of
the worst public health crises
the country has ever faced,
endangering one in every six
Indians. Death can occur in as
little as three days if an FP
infection is not properly
treated. Nearly 50,000 people
die in the country every year
due to complications of the
disease. While travelling to a
malaria endemic zone, anti-
malarial tablets may be
prescribed to prevent
contracting malaria.
Immediate diagnosis and
treatment can help prevent
complications and death.
Every time a case of malaria
is reported, a mapping
exercise is undertaken to
intensively fog and spray the
pesticides in all surrounding
areas. Though an infectious
disease, whether a person

contracts malaria or not, also
depends substantially on how
clean the surrounding
environments are. One of the
major causes of mosquito
breeding is water stagnation.
Its rather shocking that
Indians having knowledge
about the excellent benefits
of Neem and cowdung, has
not done any research
towards the same, in the
prevention of malaria.
Eliminating malaria is, and
should be, a priority for the
country, but grand
pronouncements are
meaningless as long as
manipulated data distort our
knowledge and bad
governance impedes genuine
attempts to fight the disease.
Recognition of mosquito
breeding should be known to
every adult & be taughtin schools.
Use of mosquito nets should be
universalized. The present
emphasis on mosquito repellants
has done little to prevent
mosquitoes from breeding.
Instead of focusing on the cause
we should try to prevent the
mosquito from biting us! (B-15

Over a thousand days on, Russia-
Ukraine war enters uncharted territory

When Russia invaded
Ukraine on February 24, 2022
(the war first commenced in
2014), the conflict pundits
predicted the capitulation of
Kiev in a week or two.
Contrarily, the unhinged war
just entered the fourth winter,
having completed 1,000 days
on November 19, 2024.
Worse, it is on course for
more dangerous uncharted
territory with the most recent
action of Joe Biden, the
outgoing president of the US,
and the consequent retaliatory
decree of Russian President
Vladmir Putin.

During his election
campaign, Donald Trump had
promised to end the Russia-
Ukraine conflictin one day, that
too even before formally taking
over as the 47th president of
the United States of America.

But Joe Biden, in the
closing days of his presidency,
has other ideas. He has
suddenly swung into action,
reversing a key past decision
that has sent the world into a
tizzy and has pushed the
already most brutal,
deadliest, and largest conflict
in Europe since World War II
into an unknown, dangerous
path. Here is the sneak
preview of the belligerent fox-
trot tap dance by Biden and
Putin: One, Washington
empowers Ukraine to use long-
range ballistic missiles fearing
substantial reduction or
complete withdrawal of the
military assistance to Ukraine
by incoming American
President Trump, in an abrupt
departure in US policy. Joe
Biden, a couple of days before
the war turned 1,000 days,
permitted Ukraine the use of
long-range ballistic missiles,
named the Army Tactical
Missile System, or ATACMS, in
its war with Russia.

Earlier, Washington had
denied Kiev, since the first year
of the war, the authorisation to
use ATACMS outside its own
borders.

Various reports confirm that
on November 19, the 1000th
day of the war, Ukraine fired
six US-made ATACMS missiles
at Russia’s Bryansk region. On
Sunday, Ukraine’s President
Volodymyr Zelensky reacted to
the news, telling audaciously,
“Such things are not
announced; missiles speak for
themselves”.

Reacting to the above
development, the Kremlin
warned on Monday that the
decision of the US to authorise
Ukraine to use the ATACMS to
strike deeper inside Russia
adds “fuel to the fire”.

Two, Moscow retaliates in
style. As a direct response to
the above-mentioned crying
foul, Russia has sent the world

in a tailspin with a decree
signed by the Russian president
lowering the threshold of the
use of the world’s largest
nuclear arsenal and amending
its doctrine of use of nuclear
arms. The new doctrine,
published Tuesday on the
Kremlin website, differs from
the previous 2020 iteration in
at least three key ways that
show how Putin just upped the
ante of using the nuclear
arsenal to deter the United
States from further supporting
Ukraine. First, the new doctrine
empowers Russia to use
nuclear weapons against a
nuclear-armed country even if
it does not directly attack
Russia but merely supports
one by a non-nuclear country.
This is a clear warning to
America and other nuclear-
armed backers of Ukraine in
the war. Russia’s previous
nuclear doctrine focused on
responding to attacks on
Russia, nuclear-armed
countries, and alliances.
Second, the new doctrine
lowers the threshold at which
Russia could consider nuclear
use in response to an attack
with conventional weapons.
The earlier 2020 doctrine said

such an attack must threaten
the “very existence of the
Russian state”, while the new
one puts that threshold at a
“critical threat” to Russia’s
sovereignty. Third, as per the
new doctrine, aggression

against the Russian
Federation and (or) its allies
by any non-nuclear state with
the participation or support of
a nuclear state is branded as
their joint attack, empowering
Russia to resort to the use of
the nuclear weapon.

Putin, in a televised
speech, just said that Russia
had employed a medium-
range “non-nuclear hypersonic
ballistic” missile dubbed
“Oreshnik” to strike a military
factory in Ukraine’s eastern
city of Dnipro in response to
the Biden administration’s
latest decision authorising
Ukraine to fire US-made
ATACMS missiles, with a range
of up to 190 miles, into Russia
as part of the ongoing war.

Russia’s employment of
the latest lethal and novel
firepower—and its threat of
more to come—must be seen
as a moment of heightened
uncertainty ahead of
President-elect Donald

Trump’s return to the White
House. The recent push of the
US, Britain, and France (only
Germany is holding up) to
prop up Ukraine comes at a
time when Russian forces—
already in control of more than
20 per cent of Ukraine’s
territory—are advancing
resolutely on the battlefield in
eastern Ukraine, while Kyiv
struggles with recruitment and
morale of its forces.

Contrarily, the Russian
forces assault is focusing on
quickly seizing the two
easternmost regions of
Ukraine, Luhansk and Donetsk,
along with fast-capturing the
last Ukrainian stronghold in the
southern Donetsk region,
Kurakhove, and opening a
path to attack the strategic city
of Pokrovsk from the south.

And strategically speaking,
in geopolitics, Vladimir Putin,
already strongly backed by
China, is making gains. Two
such events were his recent
telephonic talk with Chancellor
Olaf Scholz of Germany that
broke two years of diplomatic
isolation and the election of
Donald Trump as the
president-elect of the United
States. The above raises the
distinct possibility of the end of
the war, that too on Putin’s
terms, without ceding an inch
of Ukrainian territory already
occupied by Russia.

It is time for Kiev to accept
the obvious: it cannot continue
to bleed as a bulwark and pawn
of Western powers. The only
victors in the long, treacherous
war have been the American
and European defence
equipment manufacturers with
their bulging profit.

As regards Ukraine, it has
suffered humongous damage
in 1,000 days of war.

4 Chanderi: Where real legends

dwarf film stories

Over the last decade,
mainstream Indian cinema
has increasingly moved into
small towns, once considered
the preserve of art films.
Authentic locales and ‘real’
people are the order of the
day, a shift accelerated by the
rise of digital entertainment
platforms. In this context, the
recently released ‘Stree 2’ has
been making waves at the box
office, with experts calling it
the highest grossing Hindi
movie of all time. However,
this story is not about the film,
but about its shooting location
where incredible stories have
been witnessed in real life,
over centuries.

Welcome to Chanderi! A
tiny town in Madhya Pradesh
that is known more for its
culture of weaving. Driving
into the place, there is little
outward evidence of the
weaving industry that exists
here. Instead, the place is
filled with nuggets of history,
in the form of monuments that
speak of its past.

In ‘Stree 2/, an imaginary
book called Chanderi Puran
plays a key role in adding to
the supernatural narrative of
the story. If such a book were
indeed to be written, it would
be less about the supernatural
but more about Chanderi’s
wealth of architectural
heritage, which keep alive
legends about the people who
built them.

Let’s start with Shahzadi-
ka-Rauza, the 15th century CE
tomb of a local princess, and
if the legends are true, of her
lover also. The story holds
that she fell in love with a
warrior - much to the dismay

of her royal father who

attempted to have his
daughter’s lover killed. The
warrior was severely
wounded but managed to
survive long enough for the
story to get around, but died
before he could return to his
beloved. On hearing of his
death, the princess too passed
away. The broken-hearted
father built this elegant tomb
for both of them, the dome of
which is gone leaving it open
to the sky. Like most medieval
towns, Chanderi has a hilltop
fort called Kirtidurg. It owes
its name and origin to Kirtipal,
a ruler of the Gurjara-
Pratihara dynasty that
controlled the area between
the 7th and 11th centuries CE.
In 1528, the place saw a near-
apocalyptic moment when the
Rajputs under Medini Rai rode
out to a final battle with the
forces of Babur, the Mughal.
Knowing their menfolk rode to
certain death, the women
committed Jauhar inside
Kirtidurg. The spot is now
marked with a sombre
memorial stone whose
carvings depict the entire
story. On one side of the town
is a landmark often seen in the
‘Stree’-series of movies, the
Kati Ghati gateway. Standing
on the route that links
Chanderi with the Malwa
region, the gateway was built
to facilitate the entrance of a
Khilji sultan of Malwa into the
town. On hearing of the
Sultan’s impending arrival,
Sher Khan, then governor of
Chanderi tasked his son Jiman
Khan with getting the doorway
built. Legend has it that the
task was carried out overnight

by a master mason. Yet, as
fate would have it, the mason
missed making provision for
hinges on the door and an
irate Jiman refused to pay
him. The mason committed
suicide and a grave near the
ever-open gateway is said to
be his. Fodder enough for a
movie? On the other side of
the town is the Purana
Madrasa, which is not a
madrasa at all but a tomb of
a teacher at the Islamic
seminary that once existed in
town. Some of the more
imaginative states that they
have felt a presence here.
Much more likely to shelter
spirits are the numerous
stepwells that dot the
Chanderi landscape, such as
the Chakla Baodi, Battisi Baodi,
Qaazi ki Baodi and others.
Apart from water, many
shelter inscriptions and
perhaps some hidden stories
in their subterranean depths.

A Badal Mahal doorway
that seeks to touch the clouds
but leads to no palace and a
Kushak Mahal which is seven
storeys in height but seems
incomplete share space with
a medieval Jama Masjid,
numerous tombs and havelis
in this atmospheric town. A
horse lover even built stone
memorials to his loyal steeds,
now called the Ghoda Smarak.

The heritage and related
stories don't stop at the town’s
boundaries. Stories abound in
a radius of hundred kilometres
around Chanderi. In Mahua
village lies a Chamunda idol
in a stone shed, while Terahi
next door has an ancient
temple that could have been
for Chamunda, but lacks a

central idol — a visitor cannot
help but think of the
connection. Is there a story
behind Terahi’s idol being
moved? At Thubon are nearly
a dozen temples, causing one
to wonder what this place
once was. Here's the local
legend - in the 10th century
CE, a group of merchants
came and camped overnight
near a pond here. Their cattle
were taken for a dip in the
pond and when they came out,
the chains around their neck
had turned to gold. This was
attributed to the presence of
a‘Parasmani’ - a philosophers’
stone — which transforms
other metals to gold or silver.
The grateful merchants, and
later generations, responded
with temple building around
the pond. Just outside
Chanderi, in the middle of a
wilderness lies a Gupta period
Baheti Math, perhaps a
shrine. Carved icons stare at
you from its broken pillars. You
enter, but the place is empty
and has been for more than a
thousand years. Why is a
Gupta period structure here,
in the middle of nowhere or is
there more waiting to be
excavated? These are just a
few names from a history filled
landscape. Lying on a critical
trade and military route linking
the north with the south, it
witnessed the passage of
merchants, warriors, scholars
and saints. With them came
ideas and aspirations. Most
passed through, some stayed
on, as did their work and
legends, in the form of built
heritage that we see today.
Bollywood needn't look very
far for more inspiration!
