Q-comm boom:
200,000 kirana
stores shut shop

New Delhi, October 28

THE RAPID EXPANSION of
quickcommerceinIndiahasled
to the closure of around
200,000 kirana stores in the
country in the past one year,
India’s biggest retail distributors
association the All India Con-
sumer Products Distributors
Federation (AICPDF) said on
Monday.

In a statement, the federa-
tion added that the sales of
kirana stores this festive season
have remained stagnant. Cur-
rently,Indiaisestimated tohave
around 13 million of these
stores, with over 10 million of
themintier-2 and smaller cities.

According to Dhairyashil
Patil, national president of
AICPDF, quick commerce is
erodingkirana stores'customer
base and profitability.

“Deep discounting, com-
bined with predatory pricing,
has created an unfair playing
field,eroding the customerbase
and profitability of kirana
stores that have anchored our
retail landscape for genera-
tions,” he said. “These aggres-
sive practices,coupled with the
economic slowdown, are forc-
ing many traditional retailers
to shut theirdoors.”

In recent days, many con-
sumer goods companies have
said that the demand for their
products on quick commerce
platforms has increased due to
shifting customer preferences.
FE on Monday reported that
several direct-to-customer
brands are witnessing up to
250% higher festive sales on
these platformsascompared to

The industry body high-
lighted that customer visits to
kirana stores have fallen by
almost half this year's as com-
pared to the last two-three
years. It added that quick com-
merce is putting pressure on
margins “as they struggle to
match discounts offered by
online and quick commerce
platforms”.

“These aggressive prac-
tices, which prioritise short-
term customer gains over sus-
tainable business practices,are
directlyresponsible for the clo-
sure of nearly 200,000 Kirana
stores across the country,’said
PM Ganeshraam, chief patron
at AICPDEF.

The data shared by the fed-
eration showed that the high-
est impact of quick commerce
has been witnessed in metro
cities. Out of the total, 90,000

stores have been shut down in
these citiesalone.Currently,all
quick commerce companies
operate majorlyin metrocities.

As many as 60,000 stores
have closed in tier-1 cities,with
anadditional 50,000 shutting
downintier-2 and tier-3 cities.

AICPDFalso called for steps
to regulate the quick com-
merce industry in India and
“create protections for small
retailers”.

Earlier this month, AICPDF
written a letter urging India's
antitrust authority, the Com-
petition Commission of India
(CCI), to investigate three
prominent quick commerce
companies—Zomato’s Blinkit,
Swiggy,and Zepto—foralleged
predatory pricing practices.

“Such practices make it
impossible for traditional
retailers to compete or sur-
vive,”the letter had said.

Expense ratios rose after EoM
norms: Go Digit chairman

THE EXPENSE RATIO of several
general insurers has increased,
instead of coming down, after
the Insurance Regulatory and
DevelopmentAuthority of India
(Irdai) introduced the expenses
of management (EoM) guide-
lines, according to Kamesh
Goyal, chairman of Go Digit
General Insurance.
Addressing the Q2FY25
earnings call, Goyal said the
expense ratio is rising as insur-
ersare focusing more onwriting
business in lower-commission
segments while also increasing
commission on the retail side.
“This is leading to a situation
where the growth rate (of the
industry) has come down and
expense ratios are going up.”
The expense ratio measures
how much an insurance com-
pany spends to operate, com-
pared to premiums it collects.
In January, the Irdai intro-
duced Expenses of Manage-
ment,including Commission,of
Insurers) Regulations,2024.The
new regulations, which came
into force from April, place caps
on expenses of life and general

insurers. The EoM of general
insurers is limited to 30% of
their gross written premium in
afinancial year.

Last week, the Irdai issued a
show-cause notice to Go Digit
after its expenses of manage-
ment exceeded the prescribed
limits for the six months ended
September 2024.

Goyal said while large pri-
vate insurers have recorded an
increase in EoM in the first half
of the current fiscal, Go Digit’s
expenseratiohasactually come
downby 2.8% —from41.1%in
H1FY24t038.2%in H1FY25.

He added that Irdai has
issued show-cause notice
because it had ‘no visibility’ on
Go Digit’sexpensesin FY25.“We

filed a forbearance application
with Irdai in May 2023 and a
detailed business plan in
December 2023 based on per-
formance of H1FY24. We
haven’t heard from the regula-
tor from December 2023 to
October 2024

The company has already
submitted a glide path (on
expenses) to the regulator and
willbeable toachieveitin three
years,headded.

“Companies have become
aggressive in group health
(employer-employee insur-
ance) to make up for the EoM.
Theywillactually seeaverybad
outcome on loss ratios because
their profitability will suffer..”
Goyal said.
