US citizen 
held for 
'spying' 
A US citizen was arrested in 
Frankfurt, Germany for 
allegedly trying to offer US 
military intelligence to 
China, according to a 
report by Al Jazeera. 
According to the Office of 
the Federal Prosecutor, the 
accused worked for the US 
forces "until recently.” The 
accused reportedly 
contacted Chinese officials 
this year and offered 
"sensitive information 
about the US military.”

The slew of tax cuts President-
elect Donald J. Trump pro-
posed in loosely defined 
slogans over the course of his 
victorious campaign will now 
face a fiscal reckoning in 
Washington.  Trump’s   inner 
circles and many Republicans 
are scratching their heads over 
how to implement them. 
While Republicans are poised 
to control both chambers of 
Congress, opening a path for 
Trump’s plans, the party is now 
grappling with how far they 
can take another round of 
tax cuts. 

Republicans and 
some advisors to 
Trump have already 
started desperately 
looking at ways to 
bring down the cost of 
his agenda. According  to the 
New York Times, Trump’s am-
bitions for a second term will 
ultimately have to compete 
with the signature accomplish-
ment from his first: the giant 
tax package that Republicans 
passed and the one he signed 
into law in 2017. Large swaths 
of that tax cut expire at the end 
of next year, setting up an ex-
pensive debate that could over-
shadow Trump’s other goals. 

“Nobody wants to acknowl-
edge at all the sheer enor-

mity of the challenge,” 
said Liam Donovan, a 
Republican strat-
egist. “There’s a 
reckoning coming.” 

Lawmakers and 
Trump advisors are con-

fused and undecided about 
how much money they can 
commit to lowering the na-
tion’s taxes again. The cost of 
just preserving the status quo 
is steep. The nonpartisan Con-
gressional Budget Office has 
estimated that continuing all of 
the expiring provisions would 
cost roughly $4 trillion over a 
decade, and Trump’s campaign 
proposals could pour trillions 
more to the debt basket. 

Some Republicans said the 
party would have to show 
some fiscal discipline. “We 
can’t just have it be unlimited, 
whatever we want it to be,”   
Senator James Lankford, a Re-
publican of Oklahoma and 
member of the Finance Com-
mittee, said about the  cost of a 
tax bill next year. In financial 
markets, investors are prepar-
ing for higher deficits under a 
second Trump administration, 
selling bonds that could be-
come less valuable if the gov-
ernment has to issue many 
more to finance a larger debt. 

Trump and his team have 
put forward a number of ideas 
to offset the cost of his tax cuts. 
Those include rescinding tax 
credits for clean-energy pro-

jects passed under President 
Biden, as well as creating a 
commission run by the billion-
aire Elon Musk to find deep 
spending cuts. 

Even if Trump does impose 
broad tariffs, though, it would 
likely not be enough to cover 
the cost of his other plans.  Ad-
ding to fiscal concerns is the 
unusually large size of the defi-
cit, which stood at roughly $1.8 
trillion last fiscal year.  

“There is an increasing 
concern among rating 
agencies and markets that 
the debt that we are building 
up is going to reach a point of 
being unsustainable,” said 
Shai Akabas, an economic 
policy analyst at the Biparti-
san Policy Center.
