‘Dowry
demand not...

The provision provides a
broad and inclusive defini-
tion of ‘cruelty" en-
compassing both physical
and mental harm to the
woman's body and in addi-
tion, it covers acts of harass-
ment in pursuit of unlawful
demands for property or
valuable security, including
demands related to dowry.

In the present case, the
Andhra Pradesh High Court
quashed an FIR against man
and others in a case by hold-
ing that the allegations
against the accused did not
constitute the offence of
cruelty under Section 498A
IPC as there was no dowry
demand.

Referring to several judge-
ments, the top court set aside
the high court's verdict
quashing the FIR against the
them after taking note of the
wife's appeal.

The order referred to the
statement of objects and rea-
sons for the introduction
Section 498A in the IPC in
1983 in Parliament and said it
was brought when dowry
deaths were on rise in the
country. The bench quoted
the statement as saying in
Parliament, "The provision
was brought to deal effec-
tively not only with cases of
dowry death but also cases of
cruelty to married women
by their in-laws."

NOISY ISSUE: Karnataka Deputy CM DK
Shivakumar's remark sparks a row

‘Even god can’t fix
Bengaluru roads’

Karnataka Deputy Chief Min-
ister DK Shivakumar sparked
controversy on Wednesday
after claiming that even divine
intervention from God cannot
solve Bengaluru's growing
traffic and infrastructural
problems overnight. Mr Shi-
vakumar's unusual comment
was condemned on social
media, with many slamming
the ruling Congress govern-
ment of the state over delayed
projects and persistent traffic
problems.

"Bengaluru  can't  be
changed in two or three years.
Even God can't do that. It can
be changed only when proper
planning is done and
executed well,"” Mr Shivaku-

mar said.

Speaking after inaugurat-
ing a workshop on road con-
struction, Mr Shivakumar's
remarks come at a time when
Bengaluru residents and
urban planners have been
raising concerns over worsen-
ing traffic conditions, delayed
metro expansion, and inad-
equate public transport.
Critics argue that while ambi-

tious infrastructure projects
have been announced, execu-
tion remains slow and incon-
sistent.

Economist and Aarin Capi-
tal chairman Mohandas Pai
challenged Shivakumar's
statement, questioning the
government's progress in im-
proving Bengaluru's infra-
structure.

"Minister DK Shivakumar, it
has been two years since you
became our Minister! We ap-
plauded and welcomed you as
a strong Minister. But our lives
have become much worse!"
Mr Pai posted on social
media.

Pai claimed that major in-
frastructure projects remain
incomplete, footpaths are in
poor condition, and public
transport is inadequate.

Protests erupt

“Kerala is part of the Modi
Government’s growth plans,”
he said even as he kept the
hopes of the state on the high-
speed Silverline railway pro-
ject — a pet plan of State Chief
Minister Pinarayi Vijayan to
connect Thiruvananthapuram
to Kasargode in the northern
tip of the State -- alive.

While the Chief Minister
promised investors ease of
doing business in the state and
assured them that there will
be no shortage of land as the
government has a large land
pool, Opposition leader V D
Satheesan reminded the CM
that the Congress had never
launched a hartal against any
industrial house in the last
four years. “Hope this con-
tinues even if there is a change
of government,” he said.

In his address, Karan Adani
said his group is planning to
invest around Rs 30,000 crore
in Kerala over the next five
years, ranging from the ports
sector to the expansion of
Thiruvananthapuram airport.

Taking a voice vote on
the proposed motion, the
Speaker Vasudev Devnani sus-
pended the MLAs for the re-
maining period of the budget
session. The Congress MLAs
started Dharna in the House
after protesting against the ac-
tion.

The uproar in the House
started when replying a ques-
tion in the Question Hour, So-
cial Justice and
Empowerment Minister Avi-
nash Gehlot said, "In the last
budget 2023-24, you (Con-
gress) named the scheme after
your Dadi (grandmother) In-
dira Gandhi as always.”

The opposition got angry
over this comment. Leader of
