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Hoteliers asked to ensure security
measures ahead of wedding season

PNS B LUCKNOW

In view of a recent bomb
hoax, the Lucknow police on
Tuesday asked hoteliers to
ensure foolproof security
arrangements ahead of the wed-
ding season and several large
events in the state capital.
They were also instructed to
step up vigilance due to the pos-
sible visit of foreign delegates
and celebrities arriving for var-
ious events, such as concerts,
meet-ups, and other social gath-
erings, which typically attract
large crowds of fans. This
increases the likelihood of such
venues becoming potential tar-
ets. The meeting was held at
the Reserve Police Lines and
was chaired by Joint
Commissioner of Police (Law
and Order) Amit Verma.
Representatives from the Uttar
Pradesh Hotel and Restaurant
Association, along with over a
100 delegates from major hotels
and malls, were also in atten-
dance.
“Although the recent emails
sent to hotels and schools were
hoaxes, they cannot be taken
lightly,” said the JCP (L&O).
“Before anything happens, it is
the responsibility 0? oth the
police and hotels to ensure the
safety of the people they are
serving. We are all aware of the
lives lost during the 26/11 ter-
rorist attack at the Taj Hotel in
Mumbai, where so many inno-
cent lives were taken. We must
learn from the past and make
sure that something like that
never hapgens again. This can
only be achieved through coor-

dination between the police
and the hospitality sector” he
said. Verma further empha-
sised the importance of police
verification for employees work-
ing in hotels, restaurants, resorts,
and malls, and
urged them to
follow standard
operating pro-
cedures é s) for dealing with
emergency situations. He also
highlighted the need to address
issues such as encroachment
around business establishments,
the proper functioning of CCTV

cameras, and the periodic

inspection of DEMD/HFMD
and bag scanners. He stressed
the importance of informing the
police about the arrival of for-
eign delegations and tourists,
obtaining necessary permis-
sions for major
events (such as
celebrity
appearances),
and adhering to protocols for
crowd management and fire
safety.

“Proper arranghements for crowd
management should be in place,
along with regular checks of fire-
tighting equipment. Restaurants

should operate within the pre-
scribed hours, and there should
be a ban on the consumption of
illegal intoxicants. Compliance
with Supreme Court directives
regarding weddings and other
events, including regulations on
DJs, fireworks, and celebratory
firing, is crucial. Drone cameras
should only be operated by
approved technical experts and
must not exceed prescribed
heights or enter no-fly zones,”
said Verma, directing the repre-
sentatives of all business estab-
lishments to prepare an action
plan and ensure full compliance.

LDA to launch
drive to reclaim
public land
occupied illegally

Lucknow (PNS): The
Lucknow Development
Authority (LDA) will begin an
extensive operation to reclaim
public land that has been ille-
ally occupied by locals with
the assistance of musclemen,
Vice-Chairman Prathmesh
Kumar said on Tuesday. The
exercise would commence next
month. Currently, land worth
approximately Rs 10,000 crore
has been seized in various
parts of the city. He added that
the LDA would seek the assis-
tance of PAC personnel, not-
ing that the task was demand-
ing and would take at least
three to four months to com-
lete.
He highlighted areas such as
Vasant Kunj, Gomti Nagar
Extension, Aliganj, and
Jankipuram as locations where
illegal occupations have
become widespread. The VC
explained that field officers
have been assigned the respon-
sibility of con%c ting a survey
to identify such encroached
land, and they are expected to
submit their findings within
two weeks. Action will be
taken based on the reports sub-
mitted by these officers.
According to rough estimates,
over 90 bighas of land have
been unlawfully occupied by
locals, who have constructed
permanent structures for res-
idential or commercial use.
However, the development
authority can only take action
against the defaulters once
they have been identified.

Girl alleges harassment
by youth after breakup

In a disturbing incident in
Madehganj, a youth has been
accused of persistently harass-
ing a girl even after their
breakup. The victim, a resident
of alocal colony, lodged an FIR
at the Madehganj police sta-
tion, alleging that the accused,
Raj, continued to trouble her
through frequent phone calls,
text messages, and physical
confrontation after they ended
their relationship.

According to the victim's state-
ment to the police, she and Raj
were in a romantic relation-
ship, but their bond soured due
to Raj’s erratic behaviour and
constant doubts, leading to
frequent arguments.
Eventually, they decided to
break up. However, even after
the breakup, Raj allegedly pres-
sured the victim to meet with
him and continued to follow
her when she left her house.
On one occasion, he allegedly
blocked her way, ver%ally
abused her, and threatened
her.

The situation escalated when
the victim’s brother intervened
after hearing his sister’s distress
calls. According to the victim’s
complaint, Raj physically
assaulted her brother and
threatened the victim, saying
he would “not leave her in a
position to live”.

A crowd gathered in response
to the altercation, prompting
Raj to flee the scene, alleegdly
threatening to harm her.

The Madehganj police have

registered a case based on the
victim’s complaint. They have
initiated an investigation into
the matter and are gathering
evidence to take appropriate
action against the accused.
The police have assured that
they will take necessary legal
action against the accused
based on the investigation.

In another case, a man claim-
ing to be a journalist alleged-
ly sexually exploited a woman
after befriended a woman
under the pretext of assisting
her with litigation at the fam-
ily court. He also promised to
help her secure a gouse under
the Prime Minister's Awas

Yojana.

AtJter gaining her trust with
these promises, he took her to
a hotel where he allegedly
made her unconscious by giv-
ing her intoxicants. The
accused then recorded an
obscene video after assaulting
her. The woman alleged that
the man continued to exploit
her physically and financially
for several months, threatening
to release the video online.
The police have registered a
case against the accused fol-
lowing the victim’s complaint.
The victim reported that she
met the accused, who lives
near Sahara Shopping Centre,
Indira Nagar, four years ago.
He introduced himself as a
journalist and offered to help
with her family court case.
Persuaded by his assurances,
she began meeting him regu-
larly. A few days later, he took
her to a hotel under the pretext

of needing to complete some
work.
“At the hotel, the accused
mixed a sedative into my cold
drink and made me consume
it. When I regained conscious-
ness, [ realised I had no clothes
on. When I threatened to
report him to the police, he
countered by threatening to
release the obscene video.
When I resisted, he suggested
marriage and took me to
Chandrika Devi Temple, where
we were married,” she alleged.
She said that after the mar-
riage, she discovered he was
already married.
“Upon confronting him, he
evaded my questions and
romised to arrange a house
or us under the prime minis-
ter's scheme. He took around
Rs one lakh from me for the
house allotment. When I
protested, he kept making
excuses. Later, I found out he
was married and had two
daughters. When I confronted
him again, he came to my
house with his brother, who is
a policeman, and his wife
Madhu on November 7. All
three assaulted me, deleted
photos of our temple wedding,
snatched my gold earrings and
chain, and tore my clothes
during the attack. My sister
and aunt, who tried to inter-
vene, were also assaulted,” she
alleged.
According to Hazratganj
ins%ector, evidence is bein
gathered against the accused,
and action will be taken based
on the findings.

Bells stolen
from Maa

Tapeshwari
Devi temple

Lucknow (PNS): Thieves
broke into Maa Tapeshwari
Devi temple in the Para area
and stole ten bells the by cut-
ting the chains. “The incident
occurred on the intervening
night of October 10 and 11,
after which the police were
notified via the 112 emergency
service. An FIR under Section
303(2) of BNS has been filed
against the unidentified cul-
prits, and footage from nearby
CCTV cameras is being
reviewed,” according to a press
note issued by police.
According to Shyam Sundar,
the priest at Maa Tapeshwari
Devitemple in Bardaiya village
in Mall police station area,
each bell weighed around 10
kg, with an estimated value of
Rs 75,000. “When I arrived to
conduct the morning worshi
today, I found that the bells,
which were previously tied
with iron chains, were missing.
This prompted locals from
nearby areas to gather at the
temple and express their anger
over the incitﬁrnt. The matter
was reported to the Mall police
station,” he said.

According to Sundar, there is
no CCTV camera installed
within the temple premises,
which the thieves took advan-
tage of.

Pvt company asst manager
found hanging in her flat

An assistant manager at a pri-
vate company in Lucknow
allegedly took her own life by
hanging. Her husband, a doc-
tor, was in Hyderabad at the
time of the incident. He had
been calling his wife repeated-
ly since Monday evening.
When his calls went unan-
swered, he contacted a neigh-
bour on Tuesday morning.
When the neighbours reached
the flat, they found the door
locked from the inside.

They informed the police, who
arrived at the scene, broke
open the door, and discovered
the woman hanging from the
ceiling fan.

The police took her body into
custody and sent it for a post-
mortem. The incident occurred
in the Sushant Golf City police
station area. The deceased has
been identified as Neha (25).
Five months ago, she and her
husband Deepak had rented a
flat on the 12th floor of Kiara
Residency. Both are originally
from Agra.

Neha was employed as an assis-
tant mana(gier in a company
office in Indira Nagar. She and
Deepak had a love marriage a
year ago.

De a%(, a doctor, was recent-
ly sz}l)ected tojoina dental hos-

pital in Hyderabad. Currently,
Neha was living alone at home.
When she did not answer the
Ehone, Deepak sent neigh-
ours to check on her.

He had tried calling her contin-
uously on Monday night, but
his calls remained unanswered.
On Tuesday morning, he asked
the neighbours to visit the flat.
When they received no
response from inside, they
knocked on the door, but it
remained locked. They then
informed the police.

Her family did not come to
Lucknow themselves and
instead sent a relative. Police
stated that Neha's parents, who
are elderly, have sent a relative
to the post-mortem house, and
her body will be released to
them after the post-mortem.
No suicide note was found at
the scene.

ADCP (South) Rajesh Yadav
mentioned that Neha had been
living in the rented flat and that
she had not answered her hus-
band’s calls following a dis-
agreement during a phone con-
versation.

When she did not respond
even in the morning, her hus-
band alerted the neighbours,
who called the police after
receiving no response at the
door. TEe police confirmed
the suicide after forcing entry

into the flat. Both families
reside in Agra and have been
notified. The husband is a gov-
ernment dentist based in
Hyderabad. No suicide note has
been recovered from the scene,
and investigations are ongoing.
The forensic team has collect-
ed evidence from the flat.
Meanwhile, a truck driver was
killed while a man sitting next
to him in sustained critical
injuries in a road accident in
the Bgnor police station area on
Monday.

The truck owner, Pravesh
Kumar from Etah, informed
the local police on Tuesday that
his truck was en route to
Pratapgarh via the Agra-
Lucknow Expressway after
loading goods in Hathras.
Around 4-5 am on Tuesday,
near the Kisan Path above the
Anoopkheda underpass, the
Vehicl}:: suddenly went out of
control and collided with the
truck ahead of it. The impact
caused significant damage to
the front of the vehicle. As a
result, the driver, Harivilas (39)
from Etah, died, while the
other person in the vehicle,
Geetam (26), also from Etah,
was seriously injured. “I was
informed about this by the dri-
ver of my other vehicle, which
was following behind,” said
Kumar.

DGM, finance controller accused of
ahetment after SIFSPA steno ends life

n the case of the suicide of

Rajendra Kumar Joshi, a
stenographer at State
Innovations in Family
Planning Services Project
Agency (SIFPSA) in Lucknow,
his brother Brij Mohan Joshi
filed a complaint at Sairpur
police station on Monday.
In the complaint, he accused
the deputy general manager,
finance controller, and his
brother’s colleague of driving
him to suicide.
It was alleged that Rajendra
slipped into depression due to
the non-clearance of his gra-
tuity and provident fund, lead-
ing him to take his life by
jumping in front of a train.
According to information

available, Rajendra Kumar
Joshi, a resident of Triveni
Nagar-3, was posted as a
stenographer and had taken
voluntary retirement.

In his written complaint, Brij
Mohan stated that his broth-
er's provident fund and gratu-
ity payments had been with-
helg and that staff members
were obstructing his efforts to
withdraw them, which pushed
him into depression.

“My brother could not afford
medical treatment, which led
him to take this step,” he said.
Brij Mohan Joshi explained
that his brother had also
shared his workplace issues
with a relative, Kaushal
Tripathi.

“After he retired, certain offi-
cials began harassing him

because he had not supported
them in a matter involving a
missing file at the office,” he
said.
According to Brij Mohan,
Deputy General Manager Dr
Rinku Shrivastava, Finance
Controller Brij Bihari
Kushwaha, and Kaushal Singh
Bisht withheld the NOC
required for the release of Rs
80 lakh in provident fund and
ratuity owed to his brother.
Even after he fell ill, he was
ressured to locate the missing
ile,” alleged Brij Mohan,
adding that the of[']icials kept
sending notices to his broth-
er to increase the pressure,
despite his limited mobility
due to illness.
“Our relative Kaushal Tripathi
somehow managed to take

him to the office on AP Sen
Road. There, the finance con-
troller behaved indecently and
threatened to send him to jail
if he did not cooperate. My
younger brother Rajesh then
emailed the director with all
the information. The director
assured him that the funds
would be released, yet the
matter remained unresolved.
On Saturday, my brother
received another notice from
the deputy general manager.
After that, he left the house
around midnight and took
his life by jumping in front of
a train on the railway track
near Chhatta Mill,” Brij Mohan
stated. Sairpur Inspector
Manoj Kumar Kori said that
the case is under investigation
based on the complaint.

Jeweller kills four members of
his family, attempts suicide

Etawah/Mau (PTI): A jeweller
allegedly killed his wife, two
daughters and a son here by
feeding them some poisonous
substance and then attempted to
end his life by jumping in front
of a train but was saved by
Railway Protection Force
jawans, police said on Tuesday.
The incident came to light on
Monday evening when the jew-
eller Mukesh Verma uploaded
the photographs of the bodies of
his wife and children on his
WhatsApp status.

After seeing the status, the fam-
ily members checked the rooms
and found the bodies.

Senior Superintendent of Police,
Etawah, Sanjai Kumar said the
bodies of Kumar's wife Relkha,
daughters, Bhavya (22), Kavya
(17) and son Abhisht (12) were

found lying in separate rooms
in a four-storey building in
which the jewel}er lived along
with his brothers.

Verma killed his family mem-
bers apparently due to a family
dis&)ute and then attempted to
end in life by jumping in front
of the Marudhar Express at the
railway station here, he said.
Seeing him jump, people raised
an alarm following which RPF
jawans &)resent on the platform
rescued him, the SSP said,
adding Verma sustained minor
injuries.
Meanwhile, a 40-year-old police
constable posted in Mau district
died after a speeding truck hit
his motorcycle, officials said on
Tuesday. Tgne accident occurred
late at night when Avneesh
Singh, 40, was returning to his

quarters on his two-wheeler
after duty. He was struck by a
s%eeding truck near Bhiti
Chauraha and died on the spot,
according to the police. On
Tuesday; senior officers, includ-
ing Superintendent of Police
Elamaran G and Additional
Superintendent of Police
Mahesh Singh Atri, gathered at
the police line to pay their
respects. “Constable Avneeshs

assing is an irreplaceable loss
or the police department,” ASP
Atri said. Avneesh, a 2015-
batch constable, was a resident
of Ambedkar Nagar district, he
said. Meanwhile, the police
impounded the truck involved
in the case, while its driver man-
aged to escape and searches are
underway to nab him, the offi-

cer added.

2 killed as school

Balrampur/Etah: Two men
died after a school bus hit
their motorcycle in Balrampur
district on Tuesday, police said.
Superintendent of Police Vikas
Kumar said Shridhar Rajbhar
(45) and his brother-in-law
Shakoor (35) were riding on a
motorcycle when they were hit
by a school bus. The two men
died on the spot. The bus has
been seized and the bodies have
been sent for the postmortem
examinations, he said.

Meanwhile, a bus carrying a
wedding procession fell into a
ditch near village Gulabpur in
Etah, leaving 12 people injured,
an official said on Tuesday. The
incident occurred at about 10
pm on Monday. Locals and
police rescued those injured
and rushed them to the med-
ical college here. The condition
of the injured in stable, CMO
Dr Umesh Tripathi said. PTI

Fake currency worth over 31.4 lakh seized

Farrukhabad (PTI): Police
seized counterfeit Indian cur-
rency worth over Rs 1.4 lakh
after arresting four members of
a counterfeiting gang in
Farrukhabad on Tuesday, offi-
cials said. The operation was
conducted by a team from the
Mohammadabad police sta-
tion following a tip-off,
Additional Superintend};nt of
Police (ASP) Sanjay Singh told

reporters.

Based on the tip-off, police
arrested two suspects —
Sarvesh Kumar from Bilasod
village in Etah district and
Vipin Kumar alias J P Yadav
from Tikurian Nagla village in
Farrukhabad district, the offi-
cer said.

Following the initial arrests, the
police raided the residences of
two more suspects — Yagya

Mitra Singh and Deepak Yadav,
both residents of Nadaura in
Farrukhabad district — and
seized Rs 1,40,900 in counter-
feit currency along with the
equipment used to print fake
notes, Singh said.

The counterfeit currency
included 180 notes of Rs 500
denomination, 503 notes of Rs
100 denomination, and three Rs
200 notes.
