• A 35 year old mother was noticed to have severe aortic stenosis and LV dysfunction
with flow reversal in ascending aorta.

• A multidisciplinary team at Rainbow Children’s Heart Institute successfully
performed a fetal balloon aortic valvuloplasty on a 27-week-old fetus diagnosed
with critical aortic stenosis.

• The ground-breaking aspect of this procedure was the use of a closure device to
seal the puncture site, making it the first known case globally with this innovative
approach.

• The procedure was led by Dr. Nageswara Rao alongside a team of fetal medicine
specialists, pediatric and interventional cardiologists, and obstetricians.

• The fetus showed significant cardiac improvement post-procedure, and after a
healthy delivery, the baby was monitored and successfully discharged in good
health.

• This pioneering success marks a milestone in fetal cardiology, expanding the
possibilities of in-utero interventions and providing hope for families worldwide
dealing with severe fetal heart conditions.

• The baby (second twin) born at 33 weeks of gestation, was
diagnosed with congenital glaucoma and a serious heart
condition (Patent Ductus Arteriosus - PDA) that required
urgent medical intervention.

• As the baby was not responding to the medical management,
at 14 days of life, the infant underwent a PDA ligation cardiac
surgery, performed by Surgeon from Rainbow Heart Institute,
to close an abnormal blood vessel that had not closed
naturally after birth.

• Within 24 hours, the baby underwent glaucoma surgery for
both eyes at LV Prasad Eye Institute, Visakhapatnam to
preserve vision and prevent permanent blindness.

• The NICU team at Rainbow Children’s Hospital played a crucial
role in providing timely and expert neonatal care, ensuring the
baby’s survival and recovery.

• This case highlights the importance of multidisciplinary
collaboration and advanced neonatal care in treating complex
congenital conditions in premature babies.

Life Saving Surgeries on Premature Twin (second) Infant



• An 8-year child developed fever with a rash for a week and swelling with skin
discoloration on the right cheek for four days. The child was initially treated at a
nearby hospital but was referred to Rainbow Children’s Hospital as the condition
worsened.

• The child was in critical condition and arrived the hospital in shock along with
fulminant sepsis.

• A multidisciplinary team of doctors, including pediatric intensivist, nephrologist,
infectious disease specialists, pediatric cardiologist, plastic surgeons, nutritionists, and
physiotherapists, worked together to manage the condition.

• The child needed hemodialysis for kidney support, extensive debridement of infected
tissues and exceptional wound care to prevent scarring. Full fledged rehabilitation was
done to re-establish neck movements.

• With intensive care, antibiotic treatment, and life-saving interventions, the child
gradually recovered and was moved out of the ICU after 8 days.

• The child responded well to treatment, the infection cleared, and was discharged after
16 days in the hospital.

• This case emphasizes the significance of a pediatric multispecialty hospital in delivering
comprehensive, multidisciplinary care.

• A 14-year-old child with Friedrich’s Ataxia developed progressive spine
deformity and breathing difficulty due to severe neuromuscular
scoliosis.

• The child was conscious and alert with normal muscle strength, but had
ataxia (loss of coordination), reduced breath-holding time (10 seconds),
and limited chest expansion (1 cm).

• Tests showed severe sleep apnea and a restrictive & obstructive lung
pattern, requiring bronchodilators and BIPAP support during surgery.

• Underwent spinal correction surgery (LIV - L3) with osteotomy and rod
derotation techniques for spinal realignment.

• Post-surgery, the child was on ventilator support for 12 hours, followed
by CPAP, low-flow oxygen, and gradual pressure reduction over 24
hours.

• The child had epidural pain management for 4 days, followed by a
fentanyl patch and was discharged on post-op day 7 in stable condition.

• Scoliosis is common in neuromuscular disorders. Surgical correction is
recommended for severe cases with a life expectancy of over 10 years,
as it significantly improves quality of life and respiratory function.

Straightening the Curve: Life-Changing Spine Surgery for a Child with Friedrich’s Ataxia



• A 7-year-old child, who is right-handed, had been experiencing
persistent headaches for 10 months and a gradual loss of
peripheral vision for 6 months.

• Over the past two weeks, the child also had increased frequency
of urination and, in the last two days, suffered two seizure
episodes with head deviation to the right.

• An MRI scan revealed a cystic tumor in the brain, specifically in the
sellar and suprasellar region, extending into the right frontal lobe.

• A biopsy confirmed the diagnosis of adamantinomatous
craniopharyngioma, a rare type of brain tumor.

• The child underwent minimally invasive keyhole surgery, which
helped reduce complications, ensured a shorter hospital stay, and
provided better cosmetic outcomes.

• Two weeks after surgery, the child is recovering well, with no
visible scars and no major post-surgical issues.
