IN A FIRST-OF-ITS-KIND
assessment of emissions
reductions required from
China,anewanalysis has found
that theworld’s largest emitter
must reduceits emissionsbyat
least 66% from current levels
fortheworld toremain on track
to meet the 1.5 degree Celsius
climate objective in 2030.

The analysis, by Carbon
Action Tracker (CAT), an inde-
pendent scientific project,
essentially means that the 1.5
degree Celsius target would be
missed if China did not cut
down its emissions by more
than half in a span of just six
years,an extremelyimprobable
event. China, which accounts
fornearly 30 per cent of annual
global emissions,currentlyhas
no emission reduction targets,
anditsemissionsare still grow-
ing year on year. A report
released earlier this week said
China’semissionsin 2024 were
likely to be 0.2 per cent higher
than the previous year. It was
originally aiming to let its
emissions peak only in 2030,
but recent estimates suggest
that the peaking might happen
by 2025 at the latest.
