Ambros performed the 
research that led to his prize 
at Harvard University. He is 
currently a professor of natu-
ral science at the University 
of Massachusetts Medical 
School.  

Ruvkun's research was 
performed at Massachusetts 
General Hospital and the 
Harvard Medical School, 

where he's a professor of 
genetics, said Thomas Perl-
mann, Secretary-General of 
the Nobel Committee. 

Perlmann said he spoke to 
Ruvkun by phone shortly be-
fore the announcement. 

"It took a long time before 
he came to the phone and 
sounded very tired, but he 
quite rapidly was quite ex-
cited and happy, when he 
understood what it was all 
about," Perlmann said. 

Ambros and Ruvkun, the 
assembly explained, were in-
itially interested in genes that 
control the timing of differ-
ent genetic developments, 
ensuring that cell types de-
velop at the right time. 

To do that, they studied 
two mutant strains of worms 
commonly used as research 
models in science. The two 
scientists set out to identify 
the mutated genes respon-
sible in these worms and 
what their role was. The 
mechanism they ultimately 
identified - the regulation of 
genes by microRNA - has 
allowed organisms to evolve 
for hundreds of millions of 
years. The Nobel committee 
said Ambros and Ruvkun's 
discovery ultimately "re-
vealed a new dimension to 
gene regulation, essential for 
all complex life forms".

The footage showed that 
he had left the room after 30 
minutes, they said.

Under Section 103 
(1), the punishment is death 
or imprisonment for life. 

The CBI, which took over 
the investigation on August 
14 following a Calcutta High 
Court order, also took Roy's 
custody and conducted a de-
tailed interrogation, followed 
by a polygraph test. 

Roy had claimed inno-
cence during questioning 
and had said that when he 
entered the room he found 
the woman doctor uncon-
scious. He could not explain 
the reasons why he did not 
inform the police. 

Roy had refused to give 
consent for the narco analy-
sis, following which the CBI 
could not proceed with the 
test. The CBI has also ar-
rested Tala police station of-
ficer-in-charge Abhijit 
Mondal and former princi-
pal of the medical college 
Sandip Ghosh in the case. 
Ghosh is also facing another 
CBI case pertaining to al-
leged corruption. The junior 
doctor's killing sparked pro-
tests by resident doctors 
across the country, demand-
ing better security for them. 
The Supreme Court also took 
cognisance of the case and 
related allegations levelled by 
agitating doctors and has 
been holding hearings on the 
matter.

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‘Derogatory remarks on 
any religion unacceptable’

RESPECTFUL WAYS| Yogi Adityanath underscores the 
importance of mutual respect across communities

In the wake of priest Yati 
Narsinghanand’s inflamma-
tory remarks against Prophet 
Muhammad, Uttar Pradesh 
Chief Minister Yogi Aditya-
nath delivered a strong mess-
age on Monday, warning that 
offensive statements against 

religious figures and saints of 
any faith will not be toler-
ated. 

Speaking at a law and 
order review meeting, Adi-
tyanath stressed the need for 
maintaining communal har-
mony, especially with key fes-
tivals like Sharadiya Navratri 
and Vijayadashami ap-
proaching. 

The Chief Minister made it 
clear that any attempt to in-

sult or demean religious 
icons, regardless of caste, 
creed, or religion, would be 
met with strict legal con-
sequences. "Anyone making 
derogatory comments about 
deities, saints, or revered fig-
ures will be held accountable 
under the law," Adityanath 
said, reinforcing his govern-
ment's zero-tolerance policy 
toward disrespectful re-
marks. 

He also addressed the 
broader issue of lawlessness, 
saying, "While people have 
the right to protest, no one 

will be allowed to disrupt 
public order under the guise 
of protest. Violence, vandal-
ism, or arson in response to 
such incidents will not be ac-
cepted." 

Adityanath’s comments 
come amid the latest contro-
versy stirred by Yati Narsing-
hanand, a Ghaziabad-based 
priest notorious for making 
provocative statements. 
Narsinghanand’s recent re-
marks targeting Prophet Mu-
hammad have sparked 
outrage, leading to the filing 
of an FIR. His aides have 
claimed that he has been de-
tained in Ghaziabad, though 
police have yet to confirm his 
detention. 

During the review meet-
ing, Adityanath discussed fes-
tival preparations with senior 
officials, including the Chief 
Secretary, Director General 
of Police, and the Additional 
Chief Secretary (Home), urg-
ing them to ensure peaceful 
celebrations across the state. 

"Each community's faith 
must be respected, and cel-
ebrations should be con-
ducted in a joyful yet peaceful 
manner," he emphasized. He 
directed local law enforce-
ment to take swift action 
against any individuals at-
tempting to create disturb-
ances. 

“While it is essential for 
citizens to honor great fig-
ures, this respect must be 
genuine and voluntary. No 
one can be compelled to ex-
press gratitude or rever-
ence," Adityanath noted, 
underscoring the impor-
tance of mutual respect 
across communities. 

The Chief Minister also re-
iterated the state’s commit-
ment to maintaining law and 
order during the festival sea-
son. "Identify any potential 
troublemakers in advance 
and take decisive action 
against them to prevent dis-
ruptions," he instructed the 
police force.

With 
this Jaipur has become the 
only city with five wildlife sa-
faris in it as the one Ele-
phant, Lion and two Leopard 
Safaris are already there. 

The Tiger Safari is situated 
at Nahargarh Biological Park 
with tiger and a tigress have 
been brought from Nagpur 
are there in the Safari and 
one more couple of tigers are 

to be released here soon.  
Tiger Safari has been de-

veloped in 30 hectares of 
area at a cost of Rs 453 lakh 
by the state government. A 
seven kilometer safari track 
with fencing, outer track and 
guard room, water points 
and 10 shelters has been de-
veloped here which will give 
tourists an opportunity to 
experience the beauty of 
tigers in their natural en-
vironment.  

While inaugurating the 
Safari the Chief Minister also 
named two tiger cubs as 
Skandi and Bheem in Nahar-

garh Biological Park.  
The Chief Minister said 

that Rajasthan is laying 
special emphasis on conser-
vation and promotion of 
wildlife. Three national 
parks, 26 sanctuaries, 36 
conservation reserves and 4 
biological parks have been 
developed in the state.  

 Due to the continuous 
conservation efforts of the 
state government, the 
number of tigers is increas-
ing.  There are about 130 
tigers in the state of Rajas-
than while two new parks 
are also being developed in 
Jaipur," said CM Sharma.  

The project of this safari 
was initiated during the pre-
vious Congress government 
of the state, but due to lack of 
funds, the project got de-
layed and now the BJP gov-
ernment got it completed.  

The Jaipur has one Ele-
phant Safari known as Hathi 
Gaon, two Leopard Safari in 
the Jhalana and Amagargh 
forest areas and one Lion 
Safari in Nahargarh forest 
area.
