‘Starlink must resolve issues’

Govt open to offering satellite broadband licence to Musk’s firm, but awaits security assurances, says Scindia

he government is “happy
to give” a licence to Elon
Musk's Starlink aslong as it
complies with the condi-
tions laid down for offering
servicesin India and addresses secu-
rity concerns, telecom minister Jyoti-
raditya Scindia said on Tuesday.
“They (Starlink) are in the process
ofaddressing the (security) concerns,
and they have to checkall the boxes,"
Scindia said in amedia briefing, not-
ing that the SpaceX-owned satellite
broadband provider's application was
under process. He did not elaborate
on the security concerns the Indian
government hasraised with Starlink.
Indian telecom firms Reliance Jio
Infocomm Ltd and Bharti Airtel Ltd
areresisting Starlink's entry into the
satellite broadband market, arguing
that the US-based company's direct-
to-consumer service will compete
with their retail services, distorting
thelevel-playing field.
