IT-M tops national rankings
for 6th time, lISc best varsity

New Delhi, August 12

THE INDIAN INSTITUTE of
Technology (IIT) Madras
remained on the top spotinthe
National Institute Ranking
Framework, 2024 for the sixth
consecutive year, while the
Indian Institute of Science
(I1Sc), Bengaluru was ranked as
thebest university fortheninth
year in a row, according to the
Ministry of Education.

The ninth edition of the
rankings was announced
by Union education minister
Dharmendra Pradhan on Mon-
day. IISc Bengaluru has bagged
the second spot in the "overall"
category followed by IIT Bom-
baywhileIIT Delhi,whichwasat
the third spot last year in the
category, has slipped to the
fourth position. Eight IITs have
figuredin the top ten besides All
India Institute of Medical Sci-
ences (AIIMS), New Delhi and
the Jawaharlal Nehru University
(JNU). Among universities, I1Sc
Bengaluru is followed by JNU
and Jamia Millia Islamia.

Nine IITs are in the top ten
listforengineering collegeswith
IIT Madras being at the top for
theninth consecutiveyearin the
category.IIT Delhiand IIT Bom-
bayhave also retained their sec-
ond and third spot respectively
in the category. National Insti-
tute of Technology (NIT),
Tiruchirapalliis the onlynon-IIT
in the top ten list. Among man-
agement colleges, the Indian
Institute of Management (IIM)
Ahmedabad has retained its
top spot, followed by IIM Ban-
galore and IIM Kozhikode.Two
IITs — Bombay and Delhi —
havealso figured in the top ten
list for management courses.

In pharmacy, Jamia Ham-
dard rose to the top spot from
its second position last year
while the National Institute of
Pharmaceutical Educationand
Research, Hyderabad slipped
to the second rank. BITS Pilani
has retained its third position

St
Stephen's College is in the
third position among colleges.

Similarly for law, the
National Law School of India
University, Bengaluru followed
by the National Law University,
Delhi and NALSAR University
of Law, Hyderabad have
retained first,second and third
spotsrespectively.ForArchitec-
ture and Planning, IIT Roorkee
has been announced as the
best, followed by IIT Kharagpur
and NIT Calicut. Among med-
ical colleges, All India Institute
of Medical Sciences (AIIMS),
New Delhi has bagged the top
position followed by PGIME,

Chandigarhand CMCVelloreat
second and third spot.

Among the dental colleges,
Saveetha Institute of Medical
And Technical Sciences,Chen-
nai and Manipal College of
Dental Sciences retained the
top two positions while the
third rank has been bagged by
Maulana Azad Institute of
Dental Sciences, New Delhi.

Forresearch,IISc Bengaluru
has been acknowledged as the
best followed by IIT Madras
and IIT Delhi at second and
third spot. For education in
Agriculture and Allied Sectors,
Indian Agricultural Research
Institute, New Delhi is at the
first spot while ICAR-National
Dairy Research Institute,
Haryanahasbagged the second
rank, followed by Punjab Agri-
cultural University, Ludhiana.

For 2024, the ranking exer-
cise maintains the practice of
providing a comprehensive
"overall" rank, alongside dis-
tinct rankings in categories:
Universities, Research Institu-
tions, Degree Colleges and
Innovation as well as disci-
pline-specificrankings in Engi-
neering, Management, Phar-
macy, Law, Medical, Dental,
Architectureand Planning,and
Agriculture and Allied Sectors.

Additionally,Open Univer-
sities, State Public Universities
and Skill Universities have
beenincluded as newverticals
in this year's rankings.

Among state public univer-
sities, Anna University in
Chennai has bagged the top
spot,followed by Jadavpur Uni-
versity in Kolkata and Savit-
ribai Phule University, Pune.

TOM CRUISE ABSEILS from
the roof, sprints towards the
stage, picks up the Olympic
flag from Simone Biles and
zooms out of the Stade de
France on a motorcycle.A Hol-
lywood ending that few saw
coming.And that marked the
beginning of a mission impos-
sible for the organisers of the
2028 Los Angeles Olympics —
to go one up on Paris.

There might have been no
warm bienvenue from the
grumpy, anxious Parisians
when the Games came to their
doorstep. But when the time
came to bid au revoir, they
found it hard to let go of this
magical fortnight.

“We saw ourselves as a peo-
ple of diehard moaners.
Instead, we found ourselves a
nation of wild supporters,”
Tony Estanguet, an Olympic
champion and the organising
committee head, said during
Sunday’s closing ceremony.

Even Estanguet sounded
disbelieving as he said those
words to a joyous crowd of
80,000-plus people. For 17
days, they shed the boring
stereotype of the French being
notoriously cynicaland turned
into hardcore optimists.

The only thing over the top
were the smiling faces. Every-
thing elsewas subtle,unpreten-
tious and brave artistically —
simply put, it was Paris being
Paris. There was a nod to the
past. The medal bearers, who
blend into the background, paid
anodetothe 1924 Paris Games
outfits in their Louis Vuitton
retro polo shirt, roomy pants
and a traditional Gavroche cap.
There was a hopeful peek into
the future as well. Depicted in
thevibrant official poster — the
“stadium city and utopian ver-
sion of Paris” — by cartoonist
Ugo Gattoni.

But mostly, the Parisians —
coming off a long period of
political instability — wanted
to stayin the present.
