“Now the calibration
flights forthe ILSwill take place
between September and Octo-
ber 2024, followed by valida-
tion flights for approach or
departure procedures from
December 20247

The airport will then apply
for an aerodrome licence from
DGCA (Directorate General of
Civil Aviation).

The Noida International Airport will miss its earlier completion
deadline of 2024-end. The airport authority invited the media
to showcase the development at the airport site and share
updates on the projects progress on Thursday PTI

deadline of 2024-end. Accord-
ing to Schnellmann, the sourc-
ing constraints of raw materi-
als like structural steel have
delayed the project.

Under the concessionary
agreement,NoidaInternational
Airport is mandated to pay the
concessioning authority a pre-
determined amount for the
delay in the project’s comple-
tion.At present, the company is
holding talks with the conces-
sioning authority.

“Weareworking closelywith
our EPC (engineering, procure-
ment,and construction) partner
(Tata Projects) and all other
stakeholders tomaintainahigh
momentum of construction
activity,” he said.

The first phase of the
airport, with one runway and
one terminal with the capacity
to handle traffic of 12 million
passengers annually.

After the completion of the
fourth phase, the airport will
have the capacity to manage 70
million passengers peryear.

It is expected that airline
major IndiGowill be the launch
or the first airline to start ser-
vices from the upcoming air-
port.Theairlinehasentered into
a Memorandum of Under-
standing (MoU) with the NIA.

On the international front,
Schnellmann said many foreign
carriers have shown interest in
starting operations at the air-
portonce it gets operational.

“Wehavebeenin touchwith
the local population and
assessing their needs. The
Indian aviation sector is show-
ing strong growth, and it is
expected that theinternational
tourist outflow from India will
grow even faster,” he said.“The
logisticsand freight segmentis
also important for us; AISTATS
is building its multimodal
cargo terminal (hub) at the air-
port.We have a healthy poten-
tial for freight as we have elec-
tronics manufacturing close by
totheairport and even a thriv-
ingagriculture sector.”

THE DIRECTORATE GEN-
ERAL of civil aviation (DGCA)
on Thursday initiated action
against three airlines for
different lapses, including
placing  SpiceJet, under
enhanced surveillance to
ensure safety of the crisis-hit
airline’s operations.

By placing SpiceJet under
enhanced surveillance, DGCA
will carry out increased spot
checks and night surveillance
of the carrier.

Quantifying Skill and Chance in
Daily Fantasy Sports(DFS) — was
conducted across 2,951 matches
and 160,000 contests.It found that
there is a positive correlation
between users’experience and win-
ning consistency, which means
that users with more experience
exhibit higher winnability in fan-

tasy sports contests.
