AQI @263: A week on, no
respite from pollution

BHOPAL

The state capital Air Quality
Index (AQI) has been poor for
the last one week sparking
concerns over the health im-
pact on residents. With an AQI
of 263, the city continues to
grapple with hazardous par-
ticulate matter (PM). At 64 The
AQI was at its minimum at
4:32 pm on Thursday but it
climbed to 231 on Friday even-
ing.

AQI level remained poor
from November 6 to 14 in the
city. Particle pollution from
fine particulates (PM2.5) is a
concern when air quality levels
are unhealthy. Ongoing con-
structions and vehicular pollu-
tion contribute to particle
pollution. Breathing in un-
healthy levels of PM25 in-
creases the risk of health
problems like heart disease,
asthma, and low birth weight.
High pollution levels also re-
duce visibility and cause the air
to appear hazy.

Two persons including a
woman died while several
others were injured in two
separate incidents which oc-
curred in the district during
the past 24 hours.

Shyam Singh, Gendkunwar,
Kalibai, Vilam Bai, Kuldeep
Singh, Diya Kunwar, Bhup-
endra, Pratikraj, who live in
Kachnaara Rajasthan, had
come to Ujjain to bathe in Kshi-
pra on Baikunth Chaturdashi
in a car. Shyam Singh said that
after bathing in the river and
visiting deities, everyone went
to see Kartik fair.

They were returning to the
village in a car from there.
Driver Bherulal was driving
at a high speed. He was
warned several times but he
did not listen.
