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BJP leaving nothing to chance in wooing tribal voters

till reeling from an

unexpected exodus of

tribal voters in the 2024
general elections, the rulin;
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP]
in Madhya Pradesh is leav-
ing no stone unturned as it
tries to regain its foothold in
the tribal belt.
In an attempt to woo com-
munity voters, the Mohan
Yadav government con-
vened the State Cabinet
meeting at Singrampur in
Damoh district on Saturday
and described it as an hon-
our to Rani Durgawati who
was a symbol of patriotism
and women empowerment.
She ruled the tribal kindom
of Gondwana from 1500-
1564 AD. In the last assem-
bly elections in 2023, the
BJP had emerged victorious

in 27 of the total 47 tribal
dominated seats in the State.
However, in the Lok Sabha
elections of 2024, the situ-
ation was entirely different
as the BJP lost around 4 per-
cent in popularity among
community voters.
The tribal community con-
stltute around 22 percent of
é)o ulation in Madhya
Pra and this sizeable

chunk of votes affects as
many as 83 of the total 230
assembly segments.

The tribals had remained
traditional Congress voters,
but sustained BJP efforts
eventually proved fruitful in
2003, when the party swept
to power in 37 of the 41
tribal seats.

Many attribute this shift in
the mood of the commu-

nity to a Hindu convention
organized by the BJP and
Rashtriya Swayamsevak
Sangh (RSS) at Jhabua in
2002. However, in the sub-
sequent elections, the BJP
could not continue to hold
the tribal votes completely.
In 2008, the BJP won 31
out of 47 seats and in 2023
elections, the BJP could
only get only 27.

The slide continued with
the saffron party register-
ing a 4 percent decline in
popularity in the Lok
Sabha elections of
2024.Taking a serious note
of the situation, the BJP
had convened a cabinet
meeting in Jabalpur in
January 2024, and
announced several initia-
tives for the welfare of trib-
als, and announced the
institution of state-level

awards in the name of
Rani Durgavati and Rani
Avanti Bai Lodhi.

It was also decided to
establish 194 anganwadis
with an estimated cost of
Rs 15 crore in tribal areas.
While talking to ‘The
Pioneer’ Madhya Pradesh
Congress media in-charge
Mukesh Nayak said that
the BJP government is con-
centrating more on bene-
ficiary-based schemes and
this would completely
damage the infrastructure
of the State.

The present government is
distributing sops to reap
political gains. With assem-
bly bypolls in Vijaypur and
Budhni looming in the
background, it remains to
be seen if tribal voters are
moved by the efforts of the
state government.

Bhopal: A mega medical and dis-
ability assistance camp was orga-
nized at the Janjati Kalyaan
Kendra Mahakousal in Bargaon,
Dindori district, under the
Jabalpur division.

About 10000 beneficiaries from
Dindori, Mandla, Umaria, and
Kundeshwardham tehsil of
Jabalpur district availed free
health check-ups and treatment
services. The camp was divided
into two sections: general health
services and specialized assis-
tance for persons with disabilities.
The primary objective was to
ensure healthcare reached even
the most remote areas, benefiting
a large number of people. The
camp was inaugurated by the
Honorable Minister of Public
Health Engineering, Sampatia
Uike, who lit the ceremonial
lamp to commence the event.
Several dignitaries graced the
occasion, including Rajesh
Mishra, MP from Sidhi; Ashok

Rohani, MLA from Jabalpur
Cantt;  Sandeep  Rajak,
Commissioner for Disabled
Persons; Bharat Sharan Singh,
Chairperson of the Private
University Commission; Harsh
Singh, District Collector; Vahini
Singh, Superintendent of Police;

Their
presence underscored the com-
mitment to improving healthcare
access in the region.

Uike praised the camp organiz-
ers and recalled Governor
Mangubhai Patel's emphasis on
improving healthcare in tribal
areas, inspired by the Gujarat
model. She noted significant
progress in these regions, par-
ticularly in sickle cell anemia
screening, with over ten thousand
patients from Dindori, Mandla,
and Umaria screened through
door-to-door surveys.

New patients have been
found in AIIMS, Bagh
Sevinaya, GMC Campus,
Kainchi Chhola,
Purushottam Nagar,

Karond, Nehru Nagar,
Awadhpuri, Arif Nagar,
Ibrahimpura, Bairagarh,
Shyamala Hills, Aishbagh,
Ashoka Garden, Kotra
Sultanabad areas. Similarly,
11 positive patients were
found in 273 tests of
Chikungunya in three days
and 2 positive patients were
found in 31 tests on
Thursday.

Every fourth patient is
reaching the OPD of
Hamidia Hospital with com-
plaints of cold, cough, sore
throat and difficulty in
breathing. On Friday, a total
of 2358 patients came to the
OPD for treatment, out of
which 780 were suffering
from seasonal diseases.
