Dilip Buildcon reported a

threefold increase in profit
attributable to the owners of
the parent during the second
quarter of FY25 (Q2 FY25). The
company’s profit surged from
Rs 68.63 crore in Q2 FY24 to Rs
235.24 crore in Q2 FY25.

However, the company
reported a year-on-year (Y-o-Y)
decline of 13.6 per cent in its
revenue from operations, which
stood at Rs 2,848.7 crore. On
the other hand, total expenses
were reduced by 17.3 per cent
Y-o-Y to Rs 2,369.53 crore.

The company’s earnings
before interest, taxes,
depreciation, and amortisation
(Ebitda), excluding other
income, for the quarter stood
at Rs 499.6 crore, up 46.7 per
cent Y-o-Y.

As of September 30, 2024,
the company’s total order book
stood at Rs 17,355.4 crore, with
72.6 per cent of the projects

Additionally, 27.43
per cent of the company’s
projects are in the roads and
highways sector, while 21.14
per cent pertain to the irrigation
sector.

During the first six months
of FY25, the company secured
a new project worth Rs 1,136.4
crore in the tunnel sector.

Sequentially, the company’s
revenue declined by 21.5 per
cent, while its profit increased
by almost 97 per cent.

Apollo Tyres Q2 results:
Net profit decreases 37%

to Rs 297 crore
Apollo Tyres on

Wednesday said its
consolidated profit after tax
declined 37 per cent to Rs 297
crore in the September 2024
quarter, hit by tepid demand in
the domestic market and an
increase in raw material prices.

The tyre maker posted a
Profit After Tax (PAT) of Rs 474
crore in the July-September
quarter of last fiscal.

Revenue from operations
stood at Rs 6,437 crore in the
second quarter against Rs 6,280
crore in the year-ago period,
Apollo Tyres said in a
statement.

"We witnessed a weak
demand scenario in the OEM
(Original Equipment
Manufacturer) segment in our

largest market -- India, which
negated the strong growth in
the replacement segment,"
Apollo Tyres Chairman Onkar
Kanwar stated.

In Europe, the company saw
positive revenue growth in the
passenger vehicle segment,
which is the largest segment for
Apollo in that geography, he
added.

"Unprecedented increases
in raw material prices have
impacted our profitability,"
Kanwar noted.

The company said its board
approved the raising of funds
of up to Rs 1,000 crore by issue
of non-convertible debentures,
to be allotted in one or more
tranches, through private
placement.

MG's Windsor sales in top gear,
Tata Motors' EV monopoly under threat

Giving a tough time to Tata
Motors, which had a monopoly
in the electric passenger
vehicle market until last year,
JSW MG Motor India is
gathering momentum with the
launch of the new MG
Windsor.

The Windsor not only
contributed to 30 per cent of
total wholesale electric car
sales in October but also
received an average of at least
200 bookings per day since its
launch.

In addition, the company
saw 15,000 bookings within the
first 24 hours, extending the
waiting period to between four
and over six months,
depending on the variant.

On the other hand, with
competition in the EV space
slowly heating up, Tata
Motors' retail market share,
which was 74 per cent in
October 2023, fell to 58 per cent
in October 2024, according to
data from the Federation of
Automobile Dealers
Associations (FADA).

JSW MG Motors told  that,
with plans to launch one
product every six months,
competition may further
intensify. Interestingly, the
share of EVs in MG's portfolio
also increased from a mere 35
per cent last year to around 70
per cent in October.

For the entire 2024-25, the
company expects this figure to
be in the range of 50 per cent,
with all three models (Comet,
ZS and Windsor) finding
takers. In terms of wholesale
numbers, Windsor clocked
3,116 units in October, 30 per
cent of the entire industry.

“Windsor created a record
for the industry. No other EV
has got 15,000 bookings within
24 hours in the past. We are
currently hitting about 3,000
vehicles per month for this
quarter. From January
onwards, we will ramp up our
production in a structured
manner,” said Satinder Singh
Bajwa, chief commercial officer

of JSW MG Motor India.

One key attraction of the
Windsor is its unique battery-
as-a-service (BaaS) ownership
model, which allows customers
to just pay for the car and
spend on the battery as per
usage.

This is similar to refuelling
a conventional car and bringing
down the initial purchase price.

Tata Motors said that it has
'done the maths' on the BaaS
model, and is 'unconvinced'
about its passenger vehicles
(PVs).

“Most customers are still
buying the car and not BaaS.
We see this more as an
excitement and market
activation tactic,” said P B
Balaji, group chief financial
officer, Tata Motors. He was
addressing the media after its
Q2 results.

He added that goods and
services (GST) angles also need
to be “thought through.” “So,
an end-to-end proposition has
to be thought about and not
just Baas,” Balaji added.

When asked about
competition from Tata Motors
and others, Bajwa indicated
that healthy competition is
helpful for customers.

“Some launches are giving
a push to the industry this
financial year. Like Tata Motors
already came out with its
product, our Windsor is in, and
several others are lining up in
the next five months.

If the product is good, the
industry will expand. It is the
collective responsibility of
original equipment
manufacturers (OEMs) to
expand the EV industry.

Hence, it is good if
everybody brings in good
products in the interest of
customers,” Bajwa told.

MG is planning to come up
with a new product every four
to six months.

Fleet sales have been hit for
Tata Motors for its EV segment
with the FAME subsidy going
away for this segment.

As such, fleet sales
contribute to around 15 per cent
of overall sales for the company.

Balaji said total cost of
ownership (TCO) is a main
concern for the fleet operator
or buyer in this segment. With
the FAME subsidy, the put-
down cost (downpayment) was
lower. "We are working on the
right TCO proposition. CNG is
also becoming prominent in this
space," he added.

As of Q2FY25, Tata Motors
market leadership in EVs stood
at 65 per cent. EV personal
segment market share came in
at 67 per cent. EV penetration
was at 12 per cent and CNG at
21 per cent in H1FY25.

Curvv EV launched during
the quarter and also the Nexon
EV 45 kWh (with a longer
range).

The company said that a
strong booking pipeline was
built up for new launches – with
only limited deliveries possible
in Q2. This means these
dispatches will happen during
Q3.

Shailesh Chandra,
managing director TMPV and
TPEM said after Q2 results,
“The passenger vehicle
industry in Q2 FY25 witnessed
5 per cent decline in
registrations, resulting in
continued build-up of channel
inventory.

Sales of EVs were
additionally impacted by lapse
of certain subsidies. We
moderated our offtakes in Q2
to proactively keep our channel
inventory under control. Q3 has
started off with a resurgence in
industry demand on the back
of a robust festival season. Tata
Motors recorded its highest
ever monthly registrations of
68,500 units during October,
which helped in bringing down
the inventory to normal
levels.”

Vi Q2 results: Net loss
narrows to Rs.7,175 crores,

Arpu at Rs 156
Debt-ridden telecom firm

Vodafone Idea on Wednesday
reported a net loss of Rs 7,175.9
crore in the September quarter
(Q2FY25), weighed down by a
shrinking user base.

The company posted a loss
of Rs 8,737 crore in the
corresponding quarter of FY24.

 On a sequential basis
however, the firm's net loss was
11.5 per cent higher than the Rs
6,432 crore loss reported in
Q1.Q2 was the second
consecutive quarter where the
financially beleaguered telco
managed to cut its headline loss
figures.

This was mostly due to its
tax expenses steeply falling to
Rs 7.8 crore in Q2, down from
Rs 817.7 crore in Q2FY24.

Lower interest and
financing costs also helped the
company. These costs shrunk
to Rs 6,313 crore in this quarter,
down 3.38 per cent from Rs
6,534 crore in the same quarter
during the previous year.

Meanwhile, the telco's
revenue from operations rose
by just 2 per cent in the latest
quarter, coming in at Rs 10,932

crore, down from Rs 10,716
crore in Q2FY24.

The average blended
revenue per user (Arpu), a key
performance metric for telecom
firms, rose to Rs 156 in Q2, after
remaining stagnant at Rs 146 for
the preceding two quarters.

As a result of the hike in
tariffs by private telcos Reliance
Jio, Bharti AIrtel and Vi in July,
the Arpu shot up by 6.84 per
cent sequentially. On a Y-o-Y
basis, Arpu was up 9.8 per cent.

Despite adding a record Rs
42,000 4G sites in Q2, the
company's 4G subscriber base
was impacted by the tariff
hikes, shrinking by 0.8 million
to 125.9 million in Q2. Before
this, Vi had recorded 11 straight-
quarters of 4G subscriber
additions.

"Immediately post the fund
raise, we executed quick and
impactful capex resulting in an
increase of our 4G data capacity
by 14 percent and 4G
population coverage by 22
million, reaching to 1.05 billion
at the end of September vs 1.03
billion in March, 2024," the
company said.

ONGC to soon open 5 wells in KG basin
to boost gas, crude output in H2FY25

State owned-Oil and
Natural Gas Corporation
(ONGC) plans to soon open five
wells in the Krishna Godavari
(KG) basin deepwater block.
The upstream oil company is
focused on raising production
in the second half of FY25
(2024-25) by reducing the
turnaround time for opening
wells, sources said.

"The three oil wells of
A-field of deepwater
block KG-DWN-98/2
were opened on 30th
October 2024, thereby
enhancing total oil
production to about
25,000 barrels of oil per
day from eight flowing
wells of cluster-II.
Remaining five oil wells
are planned to be opened
shortly," ONGC said in an
exchange filing as part of its
second quarter (July-
September) results earlier this
week.

ONGC began production in
the block, located 35 km off the

coast of Andhra Pradesh in the
Bay of Bengal, in January 2024.
Total projected peak gas
production and oil production
from the project is about 10
million metric standard cubic
metres per day (MMSCMD) of
natural gas, and 45,000 barrels
of oil a day.

Sources said the measures

to quickly begin production
from exploratory oil wells are
part of the company's plans to
reverse de-growth in gas
production and quickly shore
up crude output.

"Some of it has already
borne fruit. Case in point,

standalone crude oil
production excluding
condensate rose to 4.57 million
metric tonnes (MMT) during
Q2, registering a growth of 0.7
per cent over the
corresponding quarter of
FY24," an official source said.

Meanwhile, ONGC's gas
production was up 0.3 per cent

in September as
compared to the same
month last year, he
added.

Sources added that
of the six discoveries
notified by ONGC in
FY25, one has already
been monetised.

In the second
quarter of the current

fiscal, ONGC notified a
discovery in the ultra-
deepwater area of Cauvery
Offshore, off the coast of Tamil
Nadu. Named 'Chola', the
success of the well has led to
the discovery of a second well
called 'Kamakshi#1' in the same
block.
