There's no concept of
lane-driving. All they
understand is that the road is
their race track and they need
to be the first one even if that
means overtaking a guy who
just gave the indicator to take
a turn. At traffic signals,
people taking a right-turn tend
to stop in the middle of the
lane, thus blocking the traffic.
If we go through the statistics
of road accident data 2015
reveals that around 1,374
accidents and 400 deaths take
place every day on Indian
roads, resulting in 57
accidents and loss of 17 lives
on an average every hour. SC
has also expressed its concern
at the high number of road
accident fatalities - 1.5 lakh -
every year in India.

Stringent laws against
drunk and rash driving, proper
and effective enforcement of
the laws and the tough and
sincere judiciary in dealing
with the accidents alone could
ultimately have a positive
effect in dealing with the ever
growing accidents. Cops tend
to overlook the bikers who
ride without a helmet and
indulge in rash driving, but
they fine someone, who may
be in a hurry to reach hospital,
for over speeding. If people
drive more sensibly, ours
roads will be safer for all. Let's
stop giving excuses, instead
look for solutions on the basis
of suggestions received from
experts and concerned
citizens. People must be
taught road etiquette, which
could reduce 50% of disarray
on streets.

Rains to lash
these districts of
Saurashtra

Rajkot, Due to three systems
formed over Gujarat, the
Meteorological Department has
predicted a universal Meghmehr
in the state. Today in six districts
of Saurashtra, Red Alert has
been issued by Meteorological
Department while Orange Alert
has been given in other districts.
However, none of the districts of
the state received significant
rainfall till 2 pm amidst heavy to
very heavy rain forecast. Half an
inch of rain has been recorded
in Nadiad today from 6 am to 2
pm. After the shooting of the
famous Bollywood film Mother
India, the farmers became
happy when the dam of Surat's
historic Mahuva taluka, known
as Mother India Dam,
overflowed. Rainy system has
activated once again in Surat
district including entire South
Guijarat. Itis raining sporadically.
Due to which the reservoirs have
come alive. At that time, the
historic Mother India Dam in
Mahuwa taluk of Surat district
overflowed due to the inflow of
new water. 6 out of 8 talukas
have received rainfall ranging
from 3 mm to 104 mm. In the
last 24 hours in the district, 4
inches of rain in Khed Brahma,
2 inches each in Wadali, Talod
and Poshina. There was heavy
rain in different parts of the
district from 2 pm to 4 am. In
which 67 MM in Danta and
Vadgam, 53 MM in Palanpur
and 46 MM in Dantiwada, 31
MM in Amirgarh, 30 MM in Disa
and 32 MM in Dhanera.
Torrential rains in Gondal town
and torrential rains for the
second consecutive day in
many villages of the taluka
Keshwala and Vasawad
villages received 2 inches and
Meta Khambhalia village
received 1 inch rains in
Keshwala village for the second
consecutive day with 2 inches
of rain, rain water receded in
padar in the village, following
2 inches of rain in Vasavad,
fields were flooded. Water
receded in the rural areas
following heavy rains, many
small and large rivers and
streams were flooded.

parents angry
Students' parents beg people with bowls in

Ahmedabad

Last June 30, 2024, the
state government increased
the fees of GMERS (Gujarat
Medical Education and
Research Society) Medical
College. After 16 days of the
fee hike, the state government
did a U-turn and slightly
reduced the fee due to
protests across the state. Even
after that the parents
demanded complete abolition
of fee hike. As the demand
was not met, parents
gathered outside GMERS in
Ahmedabad today (July 18).
Parents begged people with
bowls on the road outside
GMERS. It has been demanded
to reduce the high fees by
giving the money received in
begging to GMERS.

The anger among parents
over the government's new
circular saw protests across
the state over the hike in
GMERS fees. It was decided
by Health Minister Rishikesh
Patel to withdraw the fee
increase circular after huge
public protest. After
withdrawing the circular, the
government has increased the
fee by 14 to 34 percent from
the previous fee. Protests
have started again over this
increase. Parents are also
angry with the new circular of
the government.

A large number of parents
of medical students gathered
outside GMERS College in Sola
today. The parents have

protested about the fee
increase. The guardians stood
with bowls and banners in
hand and begged from the
passers-by. Parents begged
for GMERS with slogans of
begging. The parents also
begged from the drivers on the
way. After which all the
guardians reached the Sola
area on foot to beg.

Dr. Umesh Gurjar said that
the government had increased
the fee, in which the
government has given a
discount after the protest. Fee
hike is not acceptable to
parents and students, that's
why we are begging. Colleges
which are run by the
government, do not have
money, so the fees have been
increased. We submit to the
government that, if you say,
we will beg daily, but please
waive the college fees. 13.
Declare the college as a
government college. We will
beg for you daily.The fees of
medical colleges including
GMERS Medical College in
Morbi were increased from
the current year. It has been
reduced marginally. Today,
students and parents raised
slogans at Morbi's Medical
College demanding full
withdrawal of the fee hike and
the government begged
people to pay the fees. The
government has alleged that
the medical college students
have been given a lollipop of
fee reduction.

In Surendranagar Looting of lakhs
in three places in one day

Surendranagar

In Surendranagar district
today, a robbery incident took
place in three different places
on the same day. In this, the
robbers ran away after
stabbing an old man who was
going to Activa near Mega Mall
in Surendranagar city and
robbed him of more than 18
lakhs. While in another
incident, robbers struck a
jewelery shop in Thane, from
where they fled with a bag full
of around three kilos of gold
and silver jewellery. Apart from
this, in the third incident, a
grocer was robbed at
Jhinjuwada in Patdi. Then the
police has started the
investigation in all these
incidents.

First of all, let's talk about
the robbery incident near Mega
Mall in Surendranagar.
According to the information
received in this regard, an old
man was carrying an Activa.
Meanwhile, two unknown men
on a bike stabbed the old man
and showed him a knife. After
that, he stabbed the old man
with Rs. 18 lakh 20 thousand
were looted. This was the
second robbery incident in
Surendranagar within two
hours. District police including
Surendranagar Local Crime
Branch have launched a flurry
of investigation. After the
robbery incident, the main
highway of Surendranagar has
been blocked by the police and
investigation has been started.

Kishore Pandyabhai, the
victim of this robbery , who
was taking money from the
company and was going to pay
it in the bank, said that I was
taking money from the place
where I was working and was
taking Activa to the bank, when
two people on a bike ran into
me and robbed me of 18 lakh
20 thousand rupees. The
robbery took place in front of
Surendranagar Mega Mall.
Those robbers knocked us
down on a moving scooter.
When I was carrying money
from my Chimanlal
Bhagwanii's firm, those people
looted and fled towards 80 feet
road from Jintan Road. Those

people attacked us with a knife
and demanded Rs. 18 lakhs
and 20 thousand full bags were
looted and ran away. We used
to take this money from the
company and pay it in the bank.

Anocther incident of robbery
took place in Thane,
Surendranagar, where a Sony
shop was robbed. Three men
robbed Manjar Library in
Thane. The robbers absconded
with a bag full of approximately
three kilos of gold and silver
jewellery. The police have
reached the spot and are
taking action. On Thursday
morning, the owner of a gold
and silver shop in the main
market was lighting Mataji's
incense lamp by putting a bag
full of jewelery on the table in
his shop. Then some unknown
persons looted a bag
containing more than three
kilos of gold and silver jewelery
and escaped. As soon as the
incident was reported to the
police station, the police fleet
reached the spot and launched
a search for the robbers.

Robbery with grocer in
Jhinjuwada, Patdi In
Jhinjuwada village of Patdi, a
grocer Jagdishbhai Bhavsar
was attacked with a knife late
at night and robbed of Rs.
Another shocking incident of
robbery of 40,000 cash, silver
coins and two mobile phones
has come to light. In this
regard, Jhinjuwada PSI DK
Solanki said that Jagdishbhai
Bhavsar of Jhinjuwada village
was going home after closing
his shop last night, two 25-30
year old men on a bike near
the vegetable market in front
of Jhinjuwada police station
intended to rob Jagdishbhai
Bhavsar. Attacking him with a
knife and causing injuries, Rs.
40,000 in cash, silver coins and
two mobile phones and
managed to escape in the
dark. Later, Jagdishbhai
Bhavsar of Jhinjuwada was
taken to Patdi Government
Hospital in 108 ambulance van
for first aid in bloody condition,
the doctor on duty Dr. Shyamlal
Ram gave first aid and referred
to Viramgam Shiv Hospital for
further treatment.

Retail prices skyrocket against wholesale

Price of vegetables sold in APMC tr|ples outS|de proflteermg of retallers

Ahmedabad

Universal rains have
started once again in the
state of Gujarat from Monday,
before which the districts of
South Gujarat and some
districts of Saurashtra were
experiencing heavy rains.
Apart from this, rainy
conditions also occurred in
other states, due to which the
prices of vegetables rose,
because the income of
vegetables in the APMC
market decreases during the
monsoon season, due to
which the prices go up, but
for the last three to four days,
the prices of vegetables in the
APMC market of Ahmedabad
have gone down. , but its
prices are still skyrocketing in
the retail market.

Price difference between
Jamalpur APMC inside and
outside the APMC market in
Jamalpur area of
??Ahmedabad. Only outside
the walls of APMC market,
three times the price is
charged, while in other areas
and even in the western area
of ??Ahmedabad, the same
vegetable is charged four
times the price. Farmers do
not get compensation for
their labor, but the
middlemen take the profit and
it goes to the common people
as inflation, but the farmer is
still there, so the middlemen
are increasing the inflation.

On the one hand, when
rains make it very necessary
to dispose of perishable items
like vegetables quickly,
farmers sell them at cheap
prices in the APMC market
and also sell them to retail
traders at normal rates in the
wholesale market. , but its
price becomes three to four
times when it reaches
consumers.

It is worth mentioning that
the APMC market of
Ahmedabad receives
vegetables from various
districts of the state and also
from other states. Also,
especially from parts like
North Gujarat, Saurashtra,
South Gujarat, Maharashtra,
Madhya Pradesh, the income
of vegetables is in the APMC
market of Ahmedabad.
Currently, during the
monsoon season, farmers
are rapidly disposing of
vegetables in various parts of
Maharashtra and also in
Madhya Pradesh due to
Meghraja's meher. Because
of this, the income of
vegetables has also increased
in APMC market for the last
three days, so suddenly the
prices have come down, but
the retail traders are not
ready to reduce the price of
any vegetable. Each
vegetable sells for more than
?100 per kg. Rakesh Patel, a
wholesale trader at APMC

market at Jamalpur, said that
due to the rainy weather in
various parts, due to which
the farmers are rapidly
dumping vegetables in the
APMC market, the prices of
vegetables have gone down
due to rain. If there is more
rain, its income decreases, its
price may also increase.
Since two to three days, the
prices of vegetables have
decreased by 20 to 30
percent, on the other hand,
their income has increased,
so the prices have also
decreased.

According to the
Meteorological Department
and meteorological experts,
there is a possibility of
universal rain in the entire
state of Gujarat till July 24 and
there is also a possibility of
very heavy rain in various
districts, especially in parts of
South Gujarat and
Saurashtra. The income of
vegetables from this part of
the state may decrease, so
after a week the inflation will
still increase and the budget
of the housewife may be
disrupted due to the increase
in the price of vegetables.

In the APMC market at
Jamalpur, Ahmedabad, the
prices of most vegetables fell
on July 16 compared to July
15. However, three to four
times the price is charged in
the retail market.

Govt 'injected’ protests,

medical fees reduced
3.75 lakhs for GMERS college govt quota

and 12 lakhs for management quota

On June 30, 2024, the
state government had
increased the fees of GMERS
(Gujarat Medical Education and
Research Society) Medical
College, however, due to
protests across the state, the
state government has done a
U-turn and reduced the fees 16
days after the fee hike.

In the increase announced
by the government, the fee has
been reduced by 1.75 lakh in
government quota and 5 lakh
in management quota. Instead
of the declared fee of 5.50
lakhs in the government quota,
it has now fixed 3.75 lakhs.
Whereas instead of 17 lakh
announced in management
quota, now 12 lakh fee has to
be paid. However, despite
announcing this reduction, the
government quota fee has been
increased by 35000 and the
management quota fee by 2.25

lakh through the back door.
Now 3.75 lakhs for admission
in government quota and 12
lakhs for management quota
have to be paid.

In this regard, Health
Minister Rishikesh Patel said that
the GMERS fee was discussed
yesterday and the fee has now
been reduced after it was
discussed in the cabinet
meeting. Medical college fee
has been reduced from 5.50
lakhs to 3.75 lakhs. The
management quota fee has
been increased from 9.75 lakhs
to 12 lakhs, i.e. an increase of
2.25 lakhs. After the formation
of GMERS in 2009, 13 colleges
have been started in phases. 8
Colleges run at the expense of
the state government. It has
been decided to empower the
state government to build
maximum number of medical
colleges in the country, in which
60 percent of the cost is

provided by the central
government. While the next
assembly session can be held
from 21st to 23rd of August.

This is not a reduction in
fees but an additional discount,
withdraw the increase in fees:
Dr. Umesh Gurjar,chairman of
Om Educon and a consultant in
medical education, Dr. Umesh
Gurjar said about the
withdrawal of this increase in
fees, this is not a reduction in
fees but the increase that has
been done by you. It has been
slightly discounted. The
increase of 3.30 lakhs was
increased to 5.50 lakhs, now
you have to give the seat for
3.75 lakhs and for the seat of 9
lakhs you made 17 lakhs, now
it has been reduced to 12 lakhs.
This fee increase is not
approved by us. Management
quota seats should be canceled
from these colleges and should
be converted.
