The presentation of financial statements requires estimates and assumptions to be made that affect the 
reported amount of assets and liabilities on the date of the financial statements and the reported amount of 
revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Difference between the actual results and estimates are 
recognized in the period in which the results are known / materialized. 

Property, Plant and Equipment 
Property, Plant and Equipment are stated at cost of acquisition and installation, net of credits / GST availed, if 

any, less accumulated depreciation. 

Depreciation on Property, Plant and Equipment 
Depreciation s provided based on useful lfe of the Property, Plant and Equipment as prescribed in schedule 
11 to the Companies Act, 2013 on Straight line Method (SLM) method. 

Employee Benefits: 
Short Term Employee Benefits: 
All employee benefits payable wholly within twelve months of rendering the service are classified as short 
term employee benefits. Benefits such as salaries, wages, short term compensated absences, etc, and the 
expected cost of bonus, ex-gratia are recognized in the period in which the employee renders the related 
service. 

Post-Employment Benefits : 
i. Defined Contribution Plans : 

State Governed Provident Fund scheme and employees state insurance scheme are defined contribution 
plans. The contribution paid / payable under the scheme is recognized during the period in which the 
employees renders the related services. 

ii. Defined Benefit Plans: 
The employee' s gratuity fund scheme and compensated absences is company's defined benefit plans. The 
present value of the obligation under such defined benefit plan is determined based on actuarial valuation 

using the projected Unit Credit Method, which recognizes each period of service as giving rise to additional 
unit of employee benefits entitlement and measures each unit separately to build up the final obligation. 

The obligation is measured at the present value of the estimated future cash flows. The discount rates used 

for determining the present value of the obligation under defined benefit plans, is based on the market 

yields on Government Securities as at the balance sheet date, having maturity periods approximating to the 
terms of related obligations.
