forward and clean up the past". The observation comes
amid concerns that the ruling could negatively impact in-
vestor sentiments and overall business climate. 

During his meetings with captains of  corporate Ameri-
ca, the Prime Minister also pitched for big-ticket invest-
ments to develop India's infrastructure and create more
jobs and enhance the quality of  life. Reflecting the bull-
ishness about India, US conglomerate General Electric's
CEO Jeff  Immelt described the country as a great place
to invest in and said it is looking to make more invest-
ments there.

After meeting Modi, he said, "GE is a long term investor
in India. We look forward to more in the future". De-
scribing Modi as a "charismatic leader", Goldman Sachs
chief  Lloyd Blankfein said the financial services major
was eager to participate in India's growth story. Ameri-
can corporates, including technology major IBM, have ex-
pressed interest to participate in diverse initiatives of  the
Indian government including those pertaining to smart
cities. 

Defence major Boeing's CEO James McNerney said that
the company wants to accelerate its engagement with In-
dia.

During the meeting with the Prime Minister, technolo-
gy major IBM's CEO Virginia Rometty evinced interest to
participate in the government's new initiatives related to
smart cities and digital India. 

Reflecting optimism over opportunities in the country,
world's largest asset manager Blackrock's CEO Laurence
Flik conveyed to Modi that it would host a global in-
vestors meet in India next year. 

After meeting Modi, India-origin Indra Nooyi, who is
PepsiCo's chief, said, "he answers questions brilliantly
and is very focused on improving India. So, we are
thrilled to be working with him". 

Another India-origin CEO Ajay Banga, who is at the
helm of  Mastercard, said the Prime Minister was a good
listener and that he believed that Modi can execute plans
like the way he did in Gujarat.

Among others, the Prime Minister held meetings with
private equity giant KKR's CEO Henry Kravis. This is the
first extensive business engagement in the US of  the
Prime Minister, who will also attend business meets in
Washington tomorrow during his second leg of  the 5-day
visit.

A woman principal of  a pri-
vate and unaided school here
was arrested on Monday by
the police in connection with
a brutal incident of  locking
an upper kindergarten
(UKG) student inside a dog
cage. The incident took place
at Jawaharnagar English
Medium School at Kudap-
panakkunnu in the city on
last Thursday, when the child
was locked in the kennel as a
punishment by a teacher
identified as Deepika for
talking in the class. 
When the child’s elder sister
studying in the same school
complained to the principal,
she threatened her of  dire
consequences if  she dis-
closed it to anyone. 
The six-year-old child re-
vealed the incident when her
aunt questioned him after he
refused to go to the school.

The agitated parents and lo-
cals stormed the school de-
manding stern action
against the school authori-
ties. Activists of  various
youth and students bodies
also staged protests in front
of  the school. The police had
a tough time in pacifying the
crowd.

The crowd dispersed after
the police took away the
principal. Her husband was
also taken into custody later.
The accused teacher was not
present in the school. Police
have registered a case
against her. 

Parents of  other children
studying in the school have
also alleged similar inci-
dents. One parent said his
child was locked inside a toi-
let a couple of  years ago after
he failed to give the tuition
fees. Though a complaint
was lodged then no action
was taken against the school
authorities.
