Myntra SetS;FY19-end Target to
Reach $2.7-b GMV Run Rate

Mumbai: Online fashion marketplace
Myntra is inchingcloser to profitability in
the current financial year, underpinned
by robust topline growth at group entities
that together have more 40% share of Indi-
a’s web-based fast-fashion industry. The
combined entity of Myntra and Jabong
islooking to shrink its negative EBITDA
margin lower to(minus)2-3% by Q4FY18,
inching closer to the much-awaited bre-
ak-even target.

“This year, Q4FY18 (January-March
2018), we will be very close to breakeven.
We may be at an EBITDA level of (-)2% to
(-)3% but very close to 0. The only differen-
cebetween the 0mark (breakeven)and the
(-)3% that we might end up at, will be the
growth investments we make,” CEO for
the combined entity Ananth Narayanan
told ET.

Myntra Fashion Brands, which houses
the private labels for the etailer, turned
profitable about four months ago, making
up 24% of the top-line. However, Naraya-
nanmaintainsthat thefirm willnot widen
thescope of privatelabelsbeyond 35% asa
larger private brand focus would limit the
paceof growth.

But it isnot just Myntra’s path to profita-
bility that has cleared some of its hurdles.
The Bengaluru-based fashion marketpla-
ce isall set to end FY18 at $1.8-1.9 billion in
gross merchandise value (GMV), a little
bithigherthanits$1.7-billion target forthe
year. Gross merchandise value is a proxy
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for gross sales that doesn’t factor in disco-
unts.

“Butthebigpushisourtargetof arunra-
te of $2billion in GMV for FY19 withan ex-
itrunrate of $2.6-2.7 billion for FY19-end,”
said Narayanan, maintaining that the en-
tity istargetinga growth rate of 60-65% for
theupcoming year. “We should be very clo-
se to profitability for the year because af-
ter Q4 FY18, we will be maintaining that
(trajectory),” headded.

The Indian fashion industry clocked a
GMV of around $2.8 billion in 2016 and is
expected to close 2017 at around $3.1 bil-
lion, according to data from RedSeer

Myntraand Jabong cumulatively account
for about 42% of the total industry GMV,
gunning for a larger share of the market
nextyear.

Tailwinds for achieving the top-line tar-
get may come in the shape of Myntra’s in-
vestments in some of its smaller categori-
es such as personal care and home furnis-
hings this year and jewellery next year.
Currently, contributing between 1-2% of
thetop-line, Myntra islooking to grow the-
secategoriestoover5% of itsrevenuesha-
re through FY19.

“If personal care, home furnishings and
jewellery grow twice the rate of the plat-
form, (they are) big bets for us. We will in-
vest into marketing, brand building, servi-
ceand technology,” Narayanan added.

Myntra’s aggressive growth push comes
even as the Flipkart group (Flipkart-Mynt-
ra-Jabong), which owns about 65% of the
fashion market share, has been investing
heavily on customer acquisition to stave off
competition from Amazon which has been
investing to steadily build its fashion busi-
ness.
