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Assertive Yet Adjusting

This time around, India, at the Brics summit in Xiamen
was more active and assertive. Moving beyond economic
and trade aspects of Brics, dimensions of this multilateral
forum expanded to focus equally on terror and security
issues which are crucial for prosperity of nations and for
economic activities. As a host, India, in the Brics summit
in Goa last year, heeded to the Chinese request of not
including Pakistan’s name in the joint statement with re-
gard to its terrorism connect. But thereafter, New Delhi
made it clear that for it, terrorism remains a prime con-
cern. And this despite the Chinese move to block the list-
ing of Jaish-e-Mohammed chief, Masood Azhar, in the UN
Security Council. India will continue to raise a red flag
against terrorism. Incidentally, India is not alone in this
fight — almost all countries have joined hands against
terrorism, which has now become a global menace. So,
even though India, as a generous host decided to con-
sider the Chinese request of not naming and shaming
Pakistan in the joint declaration, Prime Minister Narendra
Modi, in a barely concealed reference to Pakistan said in
Goa that “tragically mothership of terrorism is a country
in India’s neighbourhood” even as Chinese President Xi
Jinping looked on. “Terror modules around the world are
linked to this mothership”, Modi asserted. The Chinese
had this time tried their best to avoid an embarrassment
of this sort again when preparations were on for the 9th
Brics summit in Xiamen. Chinese spokesperson had made
it clear that the Brics summit was not the apt forum for
India to raise Pakistan issue with regard to terrorism. Min-
istry of External Affairs officials, however, kept the sus-
pense, saying that terrorism is @ major concern for India
and it is difficult to predict what Prime Minister Modi will
say in his intervention. While Modi avoided embarrassing
his hosts directly by mentioning Pakistan and the terror
groups in his intervention, he did flag terror related con-
cerns in the restricted talks before the plenary. Besides,
India also managed a major diplomatic victory by getting
Pakistan-based and Islamabad-funded terror groups men-
tioned in the joint declaration.

Sackings Harm The Game

Just when some syrup was starting to marinate the astro-
turf, the usual happened. Hockey India sacked head coach
Roelant Oltmans, without premise. The reason the high-level
performance development committee gave was that team
India's “Asia-only” wins were not enough reason to retain a
high-spend coach like Oltmans. Though Hockey India is known
to be taking arbitrary decisions in appointing and sacking
coaches — there have been six replacements in just 10 years
— this time the reasoning has found takers. Oltmans en-
tered the Indian firmament as high performance director af-
ter India finished 12th at the London Olympics. He got the
elevation in 2015 as chief coach after Van Ass had a public
spat with then Hockey India president Narinder Batra and was
summarily sacked. Over the years, as head of the hockey es-
tablishment, Oltmans has had some successes. He has culti-
vated gumption, worth and winability among the players and
also posted wins like a silver medal at the Champions Trophy
last year for the first time in over three decades. But in the
last two years, India seems to have reached a plateau, even
losing to lesser teams like Canada. Oltmans' falling grades
started after the team lost to Belgium at the Rio Olympics
despite leading in goals for some time. Then he talked of
semi-final assurances instead of final spots at world games
which did not augur well for him. Besides, there was mount-
ing disquiet among players over his selection mores. Three
senior players were part of the panel that sealed Oltmans’
fate. That included Sardar Singh, known to be his favourite.

The Ministry of Health
and Family Welfare has
launched two new contra-
ceptives, an injectable con-
traceptive MPA under the

contraceptive pill, *Chhaya’,
in the public health system
to expand the basket of
contraceptive choices to
meet the emerging needs
of couples. The contracep-
tives, which are available
for free in Medical Colleges
and District Hospitals at
present, have so far been
launched in 10 states that
includes Maharashtra, Uttar
Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh,
Rajasthan, Karnataka,
Haryana, West Bengal,
Odisha, Delhi and Goa. The
contraceptives are safe and
highly effective, the ‘Antara’
injectable being effective
for three months and the

‘Chayya’ pill for one week,
and will help meet the
changing needs of couples
and help women plan and
space their pregnancies.
Training of healthcare prac-
titioners from all the states
has been completed as
well, with a pool of state
and district level doctors
and staff nurses being
trained to support the roll-
out. To help improve the
supply and distribution of
contraceptives, the Ministry
had recently launched a
new software, Family Plan-
ning Logistics Management
Information System (FP-
LMIS), designed to provide
robust information on the
demand and distribution of
contraceptives to health fa-
cilities and ASHAs.
