To make the celebration grandeur, Radio City will also kickstart the 6th year of ‘Studio Ratha’ an annual 

celebration of Dussehra in Bangalore. Radio City’s most popular morning show ‘Aithalakdi Mornings’ will 

be aired live for 5 days from the Ratha and the listeners will get a chance to meet their favourite RJ’s and 

go on air from the Studio Ratha. Many renowned celebrities from Bangalore will be a part of the Studio 

Ratha along with the RJ’s, to interact with the fans.

It also initiated the Radio City Freedom Awards and provided a launch pad to 

budding singers with Radio City Super Singer, the first-of-its-kind radio talent show in India. Through its 

‘Rag Rag Mein Daude City’ philosophy, the network has adopted a local approach that resonates with the 

listeners while inculcating a sense of city pride and infusing local culture and flavor on-air. The network 

provides terrestrial programming along with 45 other web-stations, through its digital interface, 

www.radiocity.in.
