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Despite losses,
Uber to invest in
‘high-potential’ markets

| NT Bureau |
New Delhi, Nov 16:

Ride-hailing app Uber has said
it will continue to invest in Uber
Eats, and electric bikes and scoot-
ers businesses as well as in high-
potential markets like India and
the Middle East, even though its
losses mounted to over $1 billion in
the September quarter.

The US-based company registered
$1.07 billion in losses in the quarter
ended September, up from $891
million in the previous quarter. Its
sales grew by about five per cent to
$2.95 billion for the said quarter
from the previous quarter.

‘We had another strong quarter
for a business of our size and global
scope. As we look ahead to an IPO
and beyond, we are investing in
future growth across our platform,
including in food, freight, electric
bikes and scooters, and high-poten-
tial markets in India and the Middle
East where we continue to solidify
our leadership position,” CFO, Uber,
Nelson Chai said.

The company said it is on track for
its initial public offering next year.
Gross bookings from Uber Eats
grew more than 150 per cent year-
on-year to $2.1 billion (excluding
Southeast Asia and Russia).

The company said its core busi-
ness (rides, eats and freight) was
contribution margin positive for
the fourth quarter in a row, despite
continued global competition.

Drivers to earn more

Uber India has claimed that its
fuel price-linked fare mechanism
will increase gross earnings of its
drivers by Re 1 per km, which on
a monthly basis will lead to a net
additional earning of up to Rs 2,200
for an eight-hours driving.

The announcement claim a day af-
ter it assured its driver partners that
their net earnings won’t be impacted
due to rising fuel prices as it would be
rolling out a national fuel price index
to ensure that their earnings are
correlated with changes in the fuel
prices. The announcement came days
before the strike threat on 18 and 19
November that the drivers had given
to the management after their 12-day
strike last month.

Given the impact of rising fuel
prices to their net earnings, Uber
drivers have demanded a fuel-price
linked fare mechanism which the
company has agreed to, Uber said
in a statement .

Crocs opens 100th

Tata Sons to snhap .
up Jet Airways?

& Speculations on development arise as share prices
of carrier rose 26% ¢ Both parties refuse to speak up

Mumbai, Nov 16:

The board of Tata Sons is likely to
vet a proposal today, to buy out the
cash-strapped Jet Airways, which
sent its share prices soaring over
26 per cent, according to people
familiar with the development.

Airline’s deputy chief executive
and chief financial officer, Amit
Agarwal, earlier this week had
admitted that the company was
in talks with ‘multiple interested
parties’ for fund infusion as well as
selling six of its Boeing 777 planes
along with a stake in its loyalty
progarmme Jet Privilege.

A spokesperson of Tata Sons,
which already runs two airlines -
the full-service carrier Vistara in a
JV with Singapore Airlines, and the
low-cost carrier AirAsia Indiain JV
with Air Asia of Malaysia, refused
to comment on the ‘speculation’,
Jet Airways did not respond to the
queries on the same.

‘We do not comment on specula-
tion,” a spokesperson at Tata Sons,
which originally owned the present
national carrier Air India, said
when asked for confirmation.

However, the news made it big on
the market with the Jet Airways
counter soaring. The rumour of the
rescue deal by the Tatas sent Jet
shares zooming 26.41 percent on
the NSE to settle at Rs 326. In the
past four trading sessions the stock
gained over 32 per cent.

Besides Goyal, who along with his
family owns 51 per cent stake in
the company, Gulf carrier Etihad
Airways owns 24 per cent in the
cash-strapped airline which earlier
this week reported Rs 1,261 crore
in losses for the September quar-
ter against a profit of Rs 71 crore
y-0-y, making it the third straight
quarters of heavy losses. This had
the airline also putting as many
as six of its Boeing 777s on sale to
part-fund liquidity.

Nearly 54% of IVIMR
housing supply below
Rs 80 lakh: Report

Chennai, Nov 16:

Country’s most expensive prop-
erty market, the Mumbai Metro-
politan Region (MMR) has seen
nearly 54% housing suppply priced
below Rs 80 lakh, a report has said.

This has been done by real es-
tate developers in a bid to attract
home buyers with af-
fordable offerings. Sev-
eral builders are now
visibly aligning their
apartment configura-
tions and supply with
the budget ranges dic-
tated by the demand.

MMR’s western and central pe-
ripheral pockets have witnessed
more than 90 per cent of the launch-
es within the affordable and mid-
segment priced less than Rs 80 la-
khs, showed data from ANAROCK
Property Consultants.

The shift underscores a major
change in Mumbai’s real estate
market, which was so far dominated
by high-end and luxury housing.

‘Rising property prices in Greater
Mumbai are leading to a natural
housing demand progression to-
wards the peripheral areas. While

Mumbai’s share in overall launches
in MMR declined from 71 per cent
in 2013 to 67 per cent in first three
quarters of 2018, Navi Mumbai
has witnessed an increase in share
from 9-17 per cent,” said chairman
- ANAROCK Property Consultants,
Anuj Puri.

Due to the expansion of city lim-
its from Greater Mumbai to the
peripheries, more than
1.8 lakh units have
been launched in the
western and central pe-
ripheral regions since
2013.

As of September end,
nearly 0.2 million units
remained unsold in the
Mumbai Metropolitan Region. The
region accounts for around 37 per
cent of the overall unsold units
across the top seven cities in India.

Unsold inventory in MMR has
witnessed a growth of nearly 56 per
cent till September end over 2013.
Aggressive launches between 2013
till 2015 have added to the unsold
stock. However, post-2015, with re-
stricted launches and stable absorp-
tion rates the market has reversed
its trend and the unsold stock has
started to decline, the report added.
