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4. Emphasis of matter 

We draw attention to the Note 8 in the Statement, in respect of one sub-subsidiary 
group, namely, USL Shipping DMCEST Group Incorporated outside India, where the 
consolidated financial statements have been audited by the auditors in their 
Country; the other auditors have drawn emphasis of matter in their report in respect 
of trade receivable amounting to Rs.773.79 lakhs outstanding since more than one 
year as on the reporting date and there is no subsequent recovery till the date of 
audit, however the management believes that the amount will be recovered in full 
and no provision is required. 

Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter. 

5. Other Matters 

(a) The comparative financial information of the Company for the year ended March 
31, 2017 and the transition date opening balance sheet as at April 1, 2016 
prepared in accordance with Ind AS included in these consolidated Ind AS 
financial statements, are based on the previously issued statutory financial 
statements prepared in accordance with the Companies (Accounting Standards) 
Rules, 2006 audited by the predecessor auditor whose report for the year ended 
March 31, 2017 and March 31, 2016 dated May 30, 2017, and May 28, 2016 
respectively expressed an unmodified opinion on those consolidated financial 
statements, as adjusted for the differences in the accounting principles adopted 
by the Company on transition to the Ind AS, which have been audited by us. For 
the purpose of the comparative financial information for the year ended March 
31, 2017 and the transition date opening balance sheet as at April 1/ 2016 in 
respect of subsidiaries and jOintly controlled entity as referred to in Paras 4(b), 
4(c) & 4(d) below, we have relied on the comparative financial information 
included in their standalone financial statements as at March 31, 2018 and 
audited by other auditors. 

(b) We did not audit the consolidated financial statements of two subsidiaries 
included in the consolidated financial results, whose financial statements reflect 
total assets of Rs.66,905.15 lakhs as at March 31, 2018, total revenues of 
Rs.64,782.09 lakhs, total net profit after tax of Rs.l,575.45 lakhs and total 
comprehensive income of Rs.l,607. 73 lakhs for the year ended on that date, as 
considered in the consolidated financial results. These consolidated financial 
statements have been audited by other auditors whose reports have been 
furnished to us by the Management and our opinion on the Statement, in so far 
as it relates to the amounts and disclosures included in respect of these 
subsidiaries, is based solely on the report of such other auditors. 
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(c) We did not audit the financial statements of two subsidiaries included in the 
consolidated financial results, whose financial statements reflect total assets of 
Rs.35,730.35 lakhs as at March 31, 2018, total revenues of Rs.36,169.96 lakhs, 
total net profit after tax of Rs.164.22 lakhs and total comprehensive income of 
Rs.171.24 lakhs for the year ended on that date, as considered in the 
consolidated financial results. These financial statements have been audited by 
other auditors whose reports have been furnished to us by the Management and
