Govt proposes to penalise
discoms for load-shedding

Power ministry will
await stakeholders’
comments on

the proposed
amendments

till June 20

THE DRAFT AMENDMENT to
the National Tariff Policy, 2016,
released by the power ministry
on Wednesday proposed to
introduce a penalty mecha-
nism for gratuitousload-shed-
ding by electricity distribution
companies (discoms), capping
cross subsidies at 20% of the

power supply cost and com-
pute tariffs assuming aggre-
gate technical and commercial
(AT&C)losses of 15%.

The ministry would await
stakeholders’ comments on
the proposed amendments till
June 20.The draft also said that
regulators should not take into
account the subsidy compo-
nent disbursed by the states
while calculating tariffs and if
state governments decide to
subsidise certain consumer
categories, it has to be done
solely through direct benefit
transfer (DBT) mechanism.

“In case of power cuts other
than in force majeure condi-
tions or technical faults an
appropriate penalty, as deter-
mined by the state electricity
regulatory commission shall be

levied on the distribution com-
panyand credited totheaccount
of the respective consumers.

The draft also proposes to
reduce the cost of electricity
units and increase the fixed
monthlyrental,inlinewith the
two part tariff (fixed and vari-
able) mechanism through
which discoms pay power gen-
erators.“In order to reflect the
actual share of fixed costin the
revenuerequirement of distri-
bution licences, thereis need to
enhance recovery through
fixed charges,’it said.

While the fixed charges,
roughly 40-45% of the tariff,
are used to recover the costs of
establishing and operating
power plants, the wvariable
chargesare used tocompensate
forfuel chargesand other taxes.

Daily volume at IEX hits record 200 MU

SPOTPOWERTRADINGat the
Indian Energy Exchange (IEX)
crossed the 200 million unit
(MU) mark for the first time,
making it the highest dailyvol-
ume of electricity traded in the
day-ahead market.

The exchange cleared
208.3 MU onWednesdayatan
average price of ¥4.74/unit.
This represents 76% rise in
volume and 95% increase in
price of electricity traded on
the exchange on the same day
lastyear.

Though touching record
levels,thevolume of electricity
traded for Thursday was

merely 5.4% of the power con-
sumed across the country on
Tuesday,as perthelatest avail-
able data.According tosources,
the top stateswhich purchased
the highest volume of electric-
itywere Gujarat, Maharashtra,
Bihar, Haryana and Rajasthan.

Gujarat hasbeen raising its
procurement from IEXto com-
pensate for the supply curtail-
ment of 3,000 MW power
capacity from Adani Powerand
Essar Power’s imported coal-
based power plantsin the state,
after the Supreme Court last
year disallowed rise in
imported coal prices to be
passed through electricity tar-
iffs. Gujarat procured more
than 1,276 MU from the spot

power market in April when
the state’s electricity require-

ment was 10,356 MU, up 4%
from the same month lastyear.

Prices at the exchanges
began to rise from earlier this
month as states started bid-
ding more electricity than the
independent power producers
(IPPs) could offer to sell. In the

last 31 days, IPPs—hurt by

lower coal supply at their
power plants—could offer
195.5 MU daily on an average,
against the demand of 204.5
MU by the states.

The daily power plant wise
report on the position of coal
stocks have notbeen updated at
the Central Electricity Author-
ity website since May 21.

Two banks ask exporters to wind up Iran exposure by Aug

BANIKINKAR PATTANAYAK
New Delhi, May 30

INDUSIND BANK AND Uco
Bank have become the first set
of banks to have asked
exporters to wind up their
exposure to Iran by early
August,afterthe US orderedre-
imposition of sanctionsagainst
the Islamic country, leaving
them in difficult straits.

The department of com-
merce could soon take up the
matterwith the department of
financial services to ensure
payments of exporters and
other financial dealingsare not
obstructed, sources told FE.
Exporters apprehend if more
banks follow suit, trade deal-
ings with Iran will be hit.

In a letter dated May 24
reviewed by FE, IndusInd Bank
has asked exporters to offer a
declaration that the entire
export transaction, involving
letter of credit,would be over by
August 6. Similarly, in a letter

Federation of Indian Export
Organisation director general
Ajay Sahai confirmed the
exporters had got letters from
the two banks and said they
needed clarity on the issue.
Earlier this month, US Pres-
ident Donald Trump
announced withdrawal from
an Obama-era nuclear agree-
ment with Iran and ordered
sanctions to be re-imposed.
The Obamaadministration
had in 2015-16 brokered the
lifting of UN sanctions in con-
cert with the UK, France, Ger-
many, China and Russia,which
made it easier for countries
across the globe to trade with
the Islamic nation more freely.

Consequently, New
Delhi’s trade deficitwith Tehran
narrowed from $11.4 billion in
2011-12 to almost $3.5 billion
in 2015-16,whenthesanctions
were lifted. India’s trade deficit
withIranagainwidenedto $8.5
billion in 2017-18.Much of the
payments to Indian suppliers
since2015-16werebeingmade
in euro, according to rice
exporters.The traders have now
pitched for a swift revival of the
rupee-rial mechanism.
