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US slaps 12 demands
for new Iran N deal

AGENCIES ® WASHINGTON

he United States will

increase the financial pres-
sure on Iran with the “strongest
sanctions in history,” after
Washington pulled out of the
2015 nuclear deal with Tehran,
Secretary of State Mike
Pompeo said on Monday.

“We will apply unprece-
dented financial pressure on
the Iranian regime. The lead-
ers in Tehran will have no
doubt about our seriousness,”
Pompeo said in his first major
foreign policy address since
moving to the State
Department from the CIA.

“Iran will never again have
carte blanche to dominate the
Middle East,” he said in out-
lining the new US strategy on
handling the Islamic regime,
including 12 tough conditions
from Washington for any “new
deal” with Tehran.

Pompeo issued a steep list
of demands that he said should
be included in a nuclear treaty
with Iran to replace the
Obama-era deal, threatening
“the strongest sanctions in his-
tory” if Iran doesn’t change
course. Pompeos list of 12
requirements included many
that Iran is highly unlikely to
consider.

He said Iran must “stop
enrichment” of uranium, which
was allowed within strict lim-
itations under the 2015 deal.
Iran must also allow nuclear
“unqualified access to all sites
throughout the country,”
Pompeo said, alluding to mil-
itary sites that were off-limits
under the 2015 deal except
under specific circumstances.
To that end, he also said Iran
must declare all previous efforts
to build a nuclear weapon,
reopening an issue that the
UN’s International Atomic
Energy Agency has already
deemed a closed matter.

Pompeo also demanded
that Iran cease from a range of
activities throughout the
Middle East that have long

At the same time, Pompeo
offered Iran a series of dramatic
potential US concessions if it
agrees to make “major
changes” Under a new agree-
ment, the US would be willing
to lift all sanctions, restore full
diplomatic and commercial
ties with Iran, and even support
the modernisation of its econ-
omy, Pompeo said.

“It is Americas hope that
our labours toward peace and
security will bear fruit for the
long-suffering people of Iran,”
Pompeo said.

Pompeo’s speech came
after Trump earlier this month
infuriated US allies in Europe
by withdrawing from the 2015
deal brokered by President
Barack Obama, Iran and world
powers. Europeans allies had
pleaded with Trump not to
scuttle that deal and are now
scrambling to keep the deal
alive even without the US.

But the Trump adminis-

tration has held out hope that
those same allies will put aside
that frustration and work with
the US to ramp pressure back
up on Iran through sanctions
in a bid to bring Tehran back
to the negotiating table for a
stronger deal.

Pompeo said he under-
stood that Trumps decision
“will pose financial and eco-
nomic difficulties for a number
of our friends” But he warned
them that the US planned to
follow through with threats to
punish European companies
that continue doing business
with Iran that is allowed under
the deal but will violate reim-
posed US sanctions.

“I know our allies in
Europe may try to keep the old
nuclear deal going with Tehran.
That is their decision to make,’
Pompeo said. “They know
where we stand”

Rouhani: World no
longer accepts US
deciding for them

Tehran: Iran’s President Hassan
Rouhani dismissed threats
made by US Secretary of State
Mike Pompeo on Monday,
saying the rest of the world no
longer accepts Washington
making  decisions on
their behalf.

Israel,” he said. Netanyahu said cooperation between

All mosques In
China asked to
raise national flag

All mosques in China should raise the
national flag and study the Chinese
Constitution, socialist core values to strength-
en their “concept of nation” and carry forward
“the spirit of patriotism,” state-run China
Islamic Association said.

Chinese experts hailed the initiative for seek-
ing to assimilate religion into a socialist society
and as progress for religious development. In a
letter published on its website, the association
urged nationwide Islamic associations and
mosques to raise national flags all the time and
in prominent positions.

Associations and mosques should also
study the Chinese Constitution, socialist core
values and traditional classical Chinese culture,
state-run Global Times quoted the letter as say-
ing. The legal study classes should be offered so
that Muslims can conduct religious activities in
accordance with the law and correctly under-
stand its relationship with religious doctrine.

According to an official white paper pub-
lished last month, China has 20 million Muslims
mainly comprised of Uygurs of Xinjiang and Hui
Muslims of Ningxia. China has about 35,000
Islamic mosques, according to the White Paper.
Resource-rich Xinjiang home for over 10 million
Uygurs was restive during the past few years over
resistance to migration of Hans from other
provinces. China blamed the growing incidents
of violence on the separatist East Turkistan Islamic
Movement (ETIM).

Trump asks China to be tough
with North Korea on horder

US President Donald Trump on
Monday asked China to be tough
with North Korea on its border till
Pyongyang signs a deal on denucleari-
sation of the Korean peninsula.

“China must continue to be strong
& tight on the border of North Korea
until a deal is made,” Trump said in a
tweet. “The word is that recently the
Border has become much more porous
and more has been filtering in. I want
this to happen, and North Korea to be
VERY successful, but only after sign-
ing!” Trump said.

Trump’s tweet comes amidst uncer-
tainty over his scheduled June 12 meet-
ing with the North Korean leader Kim
Jong un in Singapore. Trump and his
senior officials have said that their goal
is denuclearisation of the Korean penin-
sula. Last week, North Korea threatened
to withdraw from the first ever summit
meeting with the US, against the
ongoing joint US-South Korea military
exercise.

The US still hopes that the meet-
ing would happen as scheduled. Trump
had indicated that North Korea changed
its stance after Kim met for the second
time with Chinese President Xi Jinping.

Spectacle trumps substance

Tokyo: Foreign journalists will be
allowed to journey deep into the
mountains of North Korea this week
to observe the closing of the country’s
Punggye-ri nuclear test site in a
much-touted display of goodwill
before leader Kim Jong Un’s planned
summit with President Donald Trump
next month.

Expect good imagery, but not
much else. The public display of the
closure of the facility on Mount
Mantap will likely be heavy on spec-
tacle and light on substance. And the
media will be spending much of their
time in an unrelated tourism zone that

North Korea hopes will be the next big
thing for its economy if Kim’s
diplomatic overtures pay off in the
months ahead.

For sure, the closure is a milestone,
marking an end to the world’s last
active underground testing site and
offering some important insights into
Kim’s mindset as he sets the stage for
his meeting with Trump.

Kim announced his plan to close
the test site during a gathering of
senior party leaders last month, just
ahead of his summit with South
Korean President Moon Jae-in.

Lu said the movement of
the bombers into the area was
“part of the normal training for
the Chinese military”, and that
the US “sending its own war-
ships and planes to the region...
Poses a danger to other coun-
tries”. Friday’s takeoff and land-
ing drills took place on Woody
Island, according to
Washington think-tank the
Centre for Strategic and
International Studies. Woody
Island is home to China’s largest
base in the Paracel Islands,
which are also claimed by
Vietnam and Taiwan.
