The Company operates in only one region and no seperate risk is associated hence there is no reportable geographical segment.

The operations of company's methanol division have been unviable and in turn forced the company to suspend its production activities since
Sept'1999. However the company is making efforts to obtain alternative main feed stock for its methanol plant to make the operation viable.
Considering the fact that laying of pipeline for supply of gas by Gas Authority of India Ltd. is completed, the company is hopeful to restart its
plant soon. Accordingly the company continues to prepare its accounts on the basis of "Going Concern Concept"
