The US has charged two
people acting as agents for
the Iranian government, ac-
cording to an official state-
ment. Ahmadreza
Mohammadi-Doostdar and
Majid Ghorbani, who were
arrested on August 9, had
allegedly been monitoring
Israeli and Jewish facilities in
the US,
while also gathering in-
formation on individuals in
Washington who were part
of the Iranian opposition
group Mujahedeen-e-Khalg,
CNN quoted the statement
from the D.C. US Attorney's
Office as saying on Monday.
"The indictment
charged Doostdar and
Ghorbani with knowingly
acting as agents of the gov-
ernment of Iran without

spiracy,” it said. The state-
ment said that Doostdar
had photographed security
features as part of a surveil-
lance effort on a Jewish fa-
cility in Chicago on or
around July 21,2017.

Additionally, on or near
September 20, 2017,
Ghorbani allegedly took
photos of individuals at an
event in New York where
people were protesting the
Iranian regime

US stocks trade mixed after two

strong sessions

New York,
US stocks traded mixed on Monday with the
Nasdaq retreating modestly after two strong previ-
ous trading sessions.The Dow Jones Industrial Aver-
age advanced 107.14 points, or 0.42 per cent, to
25,776.46.The S&P 500 was up 7.07 points, or 0.25
per cent, to 2,857.20. The Nasdag Composite Index
was down 2.80 points, or 0.04 per cent, to 7,813.53,
Xinhua reported.
The Dows gained with Nike and Boeing among
the best performers.Shares of the companies rose 3
per cent and 1.34 per cent, respectively, round mid-
day.
Nine of the 11 primary S&P 500 sectors traded
higher with energy and materials leading.

Tesla and NVIDIA were among the major lag-
gards in the Nasdagq. Shares of both companies
traded more than 1.5 per cent lower in midday trad-
ing. US stocks traded on an upbeat note during the
past two consecutive trading sessions as hopes for
the resumption of the US-China trade talks injected
optimism. For the past week, the three major indi-
ces posted mixed results, with the Dow Jones Indus-
trial Average advancing 1.41 per cent, the S&P 500
up 0.59 per cent, and the Nasdaq sliding 0.19 per
cent.

Trump 'most likely' to meet Kim again

Washington,

US President Donald Trump has said it is "most

likely" he will meet North Korean leader Kim Jong-

un again following their historic summit in June, ac-
cording to a news report.

Trump was responding to a question during an
interview with Reuters at the White House on Mon-
day about whether the two were planning another
meeting.

"It's most likely we will, but | just don't want to
comment," he was quoted as saying, offering no de-
tails on the timing or venue, Yonhap news agency
reported."l like him.He likes me," Trump said."There's
no ballistic missiles going up, there's a lot of silence
...Ihave very good personal relations with Chairman
Kim, and I think that's what holds it together."

At their June 12 meeting in Singapore, Kim com-
mitted to work toward the "complete
denuclearisation" of the Korean Peninsula in ex-
change for security guarantees from the US. Trump
has hailed the deal as ending the North Korean
nuclear threat, but critics say there has been no indi-
cation yet of Pyongyang's willingness to give up its
nuclear weapons and ballistic missile programs.

2 Soldiers, 5 civilians killed in Rio
army raid

Rio de Janeiro,

Two soldiers and five civilians have been killed
in a military raid here in Brazil.

Around 4,200 soldiers, supported by 70 police-
men with the aid of armoured vehicles and helicop-
ters carried out the searches in the congested
neighbourhoods called favelas.

According to the Joint Command of the military
seven were killed in the operation in three favelas in
the north of Rio (Alemao, Penha and La Mare), home
to more than 500,000 people.The operation is part
of President Michel Temer's military intervention or-
dered in February to deal with security and violence
that plagues the Rio de Janeiro State, Efe news
reported.On August 17 and 19 the military carried
out an anti-narcotics operation in the favela of
Alemao.Violence in Rio is endemic and claimed 6,731
lives in 2017.

Venezuelans flee to Brazil amid

economic uncertainty

Brasilia,

The number of Venezuelans trying to flee a na-
tional economic collapse and migrating to Brazil is
rising, an official has said.

The Brazilian army spokesman said about 900
Venezuelans were expected in Rorarima state on
Monday, despite Saturday's attacks on makeshift
migrant border camps, the BBC reported.

The steeprise in the daily average followed fresh
uncertainty after the issuing of new banknotes in
Caracas.The growing numbers of people trying to
flee Venezuela's economic collapse are stoking re-
gional tensions in the South American continent.

Banks and shops will reopen in Venezuela on
Tuesday after a public holiday on Monday, when the
left-wing government lopped five zeros off the
Bolivar and anchored it to a new virtual currency
called the Petro, the BBC said.

The government says the move is needed to
tackle runaway inflation, but critics say it could lead
to even more chaos.Opposition groups have called
for strikes and protests on Tuesday.

Open office seating more healthy

than private set-ups: Study

Washington,
American researchers have found workers in
open office seating experience less daytime stress
and greater activity levels compared to workers in
private offices and cubicles.The study was published
in the journal Occupational and Environmental Medi-
cine on Monday.lt found that workers in open bench
seating arrangements were 32 per cent more physi-
cally active than those in private offices and 20 per
cent more active than those in cubicles, Xinhua news
agency reported.
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
