It’s a $21.7 billion proposal to
return the world’s largest pri-
vately held technology com-
pany to public markets. The
deal features a who’s who of
big names — Michael Dell,
Goldman Sachs Group Inc.,
Silver Lake — alongside one
that’s not so well known:

Discern, a small Bay Area
consultancy run by former
Lehman Brothers technology
analystHarryBlount,wascho-
sen by the special committee
of Dell’s board to perform an
independentanalysis ofDell’s
financials including certain
forecasts,growthassumptions
and market research, accord-
ing to the technology compa-
ny’s proxy statement.

Fees for suchwork, which
typicallygo to larger firms like
McKinsey & Co, PwC or
BostonConsultingGroup,can
run into six digits, according
to people with knowledge of
the practice.

It’s unclear how much
Discernwaspaid.Blount,who
works largelybyhimselfoutof
his house and keeps a POBox

at a local UPS store, first got
involved on the deal after a
phonecall fromanex-cowork-
eratLehman,JStuartFrancis,
people with knowledge of the
matter said.
